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Session Report Al Jessen, erk of Session

Twelve elders were present for the October 18 Regular Meeting of Session which
was moderated by Pastor Morgan. The Pastor’s Devotional was based on Deut 5:12-15,
Leviticus 19:3, and Luke 18:18-23. Following discussion of the messages which elders
got from these scripture passages and Never ‘Not Enough’, the theme for the 2006
CPC Stewardship Campaign, the business part of the meeting was opened with prayers
by two elders and Pastor Morgan.

The Clerk reported that church rolls include 253 active and 13 inactive members,
no change from last month. Attendance for communion services on Sunday, October 2,
was 205. Interest in the Inquirer’s Class on October 9 was high. Inquirers wanting to
become new members were invited to petition Session in November.

Pastor Morgan reported on an Oct 12 meeting of a Task Force on Restructuring
Session. The current structure of Session embraces 13 standing committees. This
makes it difficult to insure continuity from year to year as new elders are elected to
Session and replace outgoing elders. The Task Force recommendation was to decrease
the number of Session standing committees to 6 or less. The ideal organization would
have 4 standing committees, each with 3 elders. Thus only 12 elders would serve at one
time and 4 new elders would be elected each year to the usual 3-year term. Under this
arrangement, one newly elected elder would join each committee when one elder on that
committee completes his/her 3-year term. The scope of responsibility for most
committees would be increased. On this recommendation, Session voted to reorganize
Session into 6 committees for 2006 and to present a motion at the Congregational
Annual Meeting for approval to change the CPC By-Laws, reducing the number of elders
to 14 for 2006. If the new plan works well in 2006, additional reductions in elders and
committees for 2007 and 2008 can be expected. Session voted to schedule the Annual
Congregational Meeting on Sunday, January 22, 2006, following the second worship
service and a potluck lunch in Fellowship Hall. Pastor Morgan proposed and Session
voted to approve an All-Church Refocusing Retreat for Friday evening (6 - 9pm) and
all day Saturday (9am - 5pm), in Fellowship Hall on February 3 & 4, 2006.

The Stewardship report to Session for nine months of this year showed that
pledged contributions were $20,312 below budget, unpledged contributions were $3,897
over budget, freewill contributions were $330 over budget and total contributions were
$16,085 below budget. The month of September always yields the greatest amount in
the red. The Financial Statement for September 30 shows that year-to-date income was
$28,394 more than expenses. A worksheet for the 2006 budget was distributed and
discussed. There is a serious gap between income and expenses in the 2006 budget
worksheet. Session voted to hold a Called Meeting of Session on November 1 at 7:30
pm to work on a balancing the budget worksheet for 2006, which ought to be approved
at the November Regular Meeting of Session.

Session approved four motions regarding off-campus activities for Youth Groups.
Session approved a motion calling for a Task Force to evaluate and revitalize CPC
Youth Ministries Programs and to start planning for a permanent replacement for the
Youth Center.

2004 Mission giving has included Deacons, Presbyterian Women, and Children's
Ministries along with special offerings - One Great Hour of Sharing, Pentecost, Peace
Making and the Christmas Joy Offering . We also supported God's Hidden Treasures
and the Sudan relief for a total of $61,400.00.

The "Little Red Wagon" made many trips to Family Assistance
Ministries with food and household items. Forty bags of school
supplies were also provided to San Juan Elementary School as
well as uncounted Thanksgiving bags and Angel tree gifts.

Our congregation has been very generous in providing for the
disaster relief -Presbyterian Disaster Assistance, $8,156.00; Salvation Army, $700.00
and many individual donations to the American Red Cross.

Presbyterian Disaster Assistance has already sent $50,000.00 to El Salvador for
immediate needs of evacuees and communities affected by the devastating landslides,
loss of bridges and other infrastructures and floods of Hurricane Stan.

Presbyterian Disaster Assistance will immediately aid the other countries affected when
they get access to their affected populations.

PDA is working with the global alliance "Action by Churches Together" (ACT) in
providing immediate relief to earthquake survivors in Pakistan. ACT member Church
World Services Pakistan/Afghanistan (CWS-P/A) began immediately supplying food and
setting up Health Camps. PDA sent an initial $60,000.00 from One Great Hour of
Sharing to Church World Services.
