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The Easter Message

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Session Report Al Jessen, Clerk of Session

Eleven elders and Pastor Morgan gathered for a
Regular Meeting of Session on March 21. This meeting
began with an examination of youths who completed
preparation for church membership by attending a confirmation class led by Jake Werley and Pastor
Morgan. Two elders listened to the confession of faith of each candidate, then discussed and prayed with
them about their need to be closer to the Lord. At the conclusion of the examination, the Session voted to
accept Laura Stites, Matt Tolles, A J White, Jay Rodriguez and Travis McNaughton as new members.
These new members will be presented to the congregation on Palm Sunday, April 9.

The Pastor reported that he and Deacon Mary Cushman served home communion to six persons
on March 7. He announced that Paul Larson accepted the role of Team Leader for the Focused Ministry
program. Paul was present and spoke briefly about the events set up for this program. Paul is recruiting a
Team of 8 or 9 persons to lead small groups through ReFocusing Summits in September, October and
November. These summits will be workshops in which members will work together to identify the major
themes of the church’s history, the people groups (“mission fields”) that the church is called to reach, and
the specific initiatives for reaching those groups. The Team will meet in May for training, and in
December to summarize the Summit findings and prepare a detailed action plan for the congregation. A
Session Retreat on the ReFocus Ministry program was scheduled at 2 p.m. on June 4 in Pastor Morgan’s
home.

Elder Gregory Reid presented a report on efforts to extend the use permit issued by the City for
the Youth Center and Head Start temporary buildings. The City asked CPC to provide some property
enhancements. City permits for changes being made in the rear unit of the Youth Center have been
requested so that structural and electrical work can be inspected. For the absent Elder John Hawkins,
Elder Reid announced that replacement of part of the roof over Laura Donovan'’s office is necessary to
stop leaks which occur during and after every rainfall. Renovation of floors in that part of the building,
approved in December, will be delayed until leaks in the roof are remedied. Installation of the new Church
network server was delayed and is expected within a few weeks. Minor changes in CPC Financial
Statements will be introduced to comply with new “generally accepted accounting standards” for non-
profit organizations. CPC insurance coverage will remain with Covenant Presbyterian Insurance
Company. Jake Werley was authorized to dispose of the church van.

The Mission Committee made a presentation outlining their goals and recommendations for future
Mission giving. They recommend that CPC should budget 15-percent of church total income for mission,
with one half of that amount to Presbytery & PC(USA) General Mission and the other half to local,
national and/or international mission programs independently selected by Mission Committee.

Session voted to continue a Spanish language class in Preschool. This program was well-
received by Preschool parents last school year and in the first half of this school year. Session approved
a temporary Preschool helper to prepare paperwork for re-accreditation. Session voted to approve
Barbara Lanni, Rich Maxey and Samantha Werley to participate as Youth program volunteers. Session
voted to approve purchase of an electronic drum set for use in the Sanctuary, where the volume of an
electronic drum set can be adjusted by the sound technician to suit the circumstances. A fund raiser to
pay for the drum set was approved. Session voted to study the hiring a CPC part-time handyman. This
person could also be on-call for urgent repairs. A report and recommendation from the Finance,
Personnel and Building & Grounds Committees is requested. Session approved a motion from Outreach
to schedule a return of the “Art on the Green” event on September 16 or 23. Elder Frances Bucklin
reported on the March 18 Preshytery meeting.

Church rolls include 233 active and 26 inactive members after the death of Betty Lamb on February 18,
and before adding the new members approved today. Communion was served to 183 persons on March
5th.
