Pastor Morgan Murray and eleven elders gathered for a Regular Meeting of Session at 7 pm on
April 18. The meeting began with reading Genesis 18: 16-33, which is about Abraham’s negotiation with
God over His plan to destroy all of the people of Sodom because of the sins of many. Abraham prayed to
God for justice and compassion, and God listened.

Pastor Morgan announced the names of members of the Focused Ministry Team newly recruited
by Paul Larson: Cindy Tolles, Kurt Pederson, Bernie Schwenck, Terri Beck, Frances Bucklin, Jim Forquer,
Dale McLeod and De Trenbeath. Their first assignment is to attend a Team Training Retreat at Good
Shepherd Presbyterian Church (Los Alamitos) on May 5 & 6. This will be followed by a Mini-Retreat with
the Session at 2 in the afternoon on Pentecost Sunday, June 4.

Home communion was served by Pastor Morgan and Deacon Mary Cushman to Vera Mansfield,
Dolores Snell, Letha Collins and Fely (Letha’s care giver) on April 4. Parish Nurse Chris Burke went on
the visits with them. Pastor Morgan will take study leave April 26 - 28 to complete a paper due for his
doctoral degree program. Pastor Morgan will be on vacation starting after services on May 14 through
May 21. The Rev. Dee Hazen, Associate Pastor of San Clemente PC (and formerly with Laguna Niguel
PC), was invited to preach for us on May 21. On May 3, Pastor Morgan begins a Wednesday evening
(7:30-9:00 pm) Pastor’s Study in the CE Room. Each class will study the preaching text for the following
Sunday.

Specialists have been installing hardware and software to support a new network server in the
church office. The server interconnects all church computers and printers for improved communication
and data security. The server supervises and filters all church internet email and website contacts. It can
provide protected access to church files by designated church officers from their home computers over
the internet. The system should be fully operational before the end of April. The church website will be
moved from AT&T (SBC) to a new Internet Service Provider to save money. It is planned to switch the
church website and email addresses from sjcpres.com to sjcpres.org to conform with other non-
commercial organizations. Be alert for announcements when this happens.

The Outreach Ministry Team presented a report on its concerns. Their first concern is erosion of
CPC attendance and/or membership which has occurred steadily over the past 10 to 20 years. The
greatest fear is that losses are primarily among young families. This situation is a prime target of the
Focused Ministry program. Other concerns included starting time of worship services, blending of
Traditional and Contemporary worship styles, and extension of Sunday School to both services. Other
specific changes or additions were offered for discussion, including reduction to a single service during
summer months.

Session voted to approve three students to assist in Children’s Ministry programs. Session voted
to remove Alfred & Miriam Spang from membership at their request, to restore to active status three
persons who objected to being moved to inactive last December, and to restore inactive status to two
persons who objected to being removed last December. Mae Round (l) requested a membership transfer
to First Presbyterian Church in Lompoc CA. Session voted to approve requests by outsiders for use of
the Sanctuary on May 6 for a violin recital, and the Fellowship Hall on June 6 for the primary election.
Session approved motions from the Preschool Committee to use dedicated funds in the Preschool
Budget to purchase educational manipulatives and supplies at the upcoming NAEYC conference, to
schedule a Preschool fund raiser in the fall, and to continue Angelica D’Amico’s classes in Spanish for
Preschool students through the fall semester, given a sufficient enrollment.

Church rolls now include 240 active and 26 inactive members following changes voted in this
meeting, following the death of Marijane Jones (March 31) and after acceptance of five new members:
Laura Stites, Matthew Tolles, Adam (AJ) White, Jay Rodriguez and Travis McNaughton who recently
completed the communicants class presented by Pastor Morgan Murray and Jake Werley. Communion
was served to 174 persons on Sunday morning, April 2 and to 64 persons on Maundy Thursday evening,
April 13.

Dear CPC Family,

The last two weeks of February and the month of March
have been a whirlwind. It seems that the calm of January in
our lives and activities was followed by a gust of
opportunities. These have been exciting and something we
never would have thought possible, but God has given us
wonderful times of reunion, teaching and speaking.

Classes at the Reformed Theological Seminary in Papa have been in full swing. The English class
prepared and led a morning devotional time in English for the entire seminary, about 50 people. Leading
a worship service or prayer service in any language means more than just learning the parts of the liturgy
and preparing a sermon. One has to prepare for each of the transitional statements and words of
introduction. Those are the parts that make leading worship for a non-native language speaker
challenging. The four English students selected liturgical components from a Presbyterian church service,
wrote their own prayers and gave a brief homily in English. In order to make the service a time of
worship for everyone, they provided the Hungarian translation on an overhead projector. It was a unique
experience for most. One woman said afterward, “I have never prayed the Lord’s Prayer in English
before.” Worshipping God in another language always makes Tammy and me feel that we are part of
something bigger than just American Christianity. | think that my English students experienced the same.

The Youth Missions Seminar just finished on Friday. We met intensively four times over the course of the
last six weeks. | was challenged as a teacher to make the four hour sessions captivating and engaging.
The student response for this course was noteworthy. Twelve students took part in the seminar. This
was the largest participation in an optional course this semester. These twelve students make up about
one third of the Papa seminary students in residence. Thirteen years ago | conducted a workshop-styled
course based on the same material in the Reformed Seminary in Budapest. The workshop ran three
times lasting a semester each time, but | never had more than 6 students participate in any one semester.
This year in Papa, the course was offered for academic credit, rather than as a workshop. These factors
indicate that this topic has become very relevant in the preparation of pastors, and the theology students
know it. Some of the students will now help me draw together the material we studied and critiqued so
that we can mount it on a website, making the material available to Hungarian speakers all over the world.

In March | spoke at one of the top high schools in Budapest on the topic of Faith and Evolution. | was
invited by one of the religion teachers at that school to speak on this topic during a special schedule day
when students could choose to attend various presentations and lectures. The daughter of a long time
friend attends this school and arranged the invitation, put up announcements and scheduled the speech
for a time slot with few conflicting presentations. The result of her preparation and our prayers was about
150 students and teachers packed into a room for a 45 minute presentation, followed by another 30
minutes of question and answers. The religion teacher also works at a new Catholic radio in Budapest,
so she recorded the presentation for the radio. She also conducted an interview with me afterward. |
was struck by the opportunity God gave me in Hungary. | spoke at a public high school to about a
guarter of the student body about Christian faith and evolution. The presentation was then broadcast on
Catholic Budapest radio along with an interview. In the interview the woman asked me who is Jesus
Christ to me. | had an opportunity to give my testimony. Afterward | thought about the verses in 1% Peter
3:15-16 —“...Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give a reason for the
hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect....” | thank the Lord that | was ready.

Reunions have also characterized these past few weeks. | want to mention two in particular. The first
occurred during a training conference for the Church Region’s Clerks of Session. | was speaking with
one gentleman about a camp that he had worked at many years ago where two American missionaries
spoke. The more he talked the more familiar were the circumstances. In the end it turned out that | was
one of the speakers at this weeklong summer camp in 1989. He and his wife had been the cooks and all
around helpers. We will make a personal visit to his family in June. The second reunion was sparked by
a comment of Tammy’s to one of our pastor friends here. Tammy suggested that we have a seminary
reunion since we are visiting this year and we have this great guest house in which to entertain people?
So our friend planned the reunion for the Budapest Reformed Academy Class of 1994. We held an
overnight retreat/reunion April 3 and 4™ with about 18 pastors and two of their families. It was amazing
to see these people after 13 years or so. This was the first time that these pastors had met as a group
since seminary. We shared our ministry experiences, prayed for one another and spent a great deal of
time in casual conversations over meals and during local walks. They are going to meet next year again.

Concurrent with these events, daily work continues among the rest of the family. The girls schooling,
Hungarian lessons, retreat center responsibilities, and keeping the home fires burning during my
absences are but a few of the daily responsibilities here. Tammy has been keeping all these things
running smoothly. She interfaces with the girls’ teachers both in Hungary and in the US, she home-
schools the US lessons, coordinates all after school activities, and frankly is much of the brains behind
my classes and presentations. The shift in the Papa Seminary teaching schedule this semester has
prevented her from participating in the classroom activities, so she has been my inspiration in the
preparation. Tammy and the girls’ continue diligent language learning. A pastor friend remarked, the
other day, on how much Tammy’s language had improved this year. This has come from a daily
commitment to study and practice. Emily and Erica communicate well in Hungarian, especially when
parents are not around. We overhear them playing with other kids and can tell that they are making
themselves understood and are understanding what is going on. Recently, Erica wrote a poem in
Hungarian and Emily did a power point presentation on the Incas which she translated (with some help
from me) for her history class.

As the teaching in Papa is winding down, there have been new invitations and opportunities. Some of
the pastors at the reunion asked us to visit and speak at their churches. At the end of this month we will
visit a Reformed school in Miskolc which has a community service program. This is the first one we have
found in Hungary! | have also been invited to speak about science and faith at the University of Szeged
at the invitation of the local Fellowship of Christian University students. Most of all we are looking forward
to welcoming family and friends including some of you from CPC. This is a huge treat. | often tell the
Hungarians who have welcomed us into their homes and communities that we get to know so much
about them, but can only share a little about ourselves. So when family and friends come to visit from the
US, this provides our Hungarian friends with an opportunity to learn more about us. Of course we also
enjoy showing off this country and culture that we have grown to love and care about.

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PRESBYTERI ANI SM

It seems that | am destined to resume writing this column, though | had thought to
discontinue it a few months ago. My mindset was altered by a talk with our pastor, brother Morgan
Murray, last week. He reminded me, although | should have known it without the suggestion, that a
church, our church, is a community. It has shades of participation, experiences, history and lore. These
are our heritage.

Our church operates under the jurisdiction of our Session, Presbytery, Synod and General
Assembly. These are called judicatories. Their operations are mandated by the Book of Order and the
Constitution. Both are occasionally revised, and the revisions must be approved by a majority of each
body.

A question was brought to my attention a couple of weeks ago as to whether The Lord’s Prayer
should be included in each worship service. The first answer is “No”. An Italian friend once told me that
declarations in English were usually followed by, “Yeah, but!” As is this one.

If a prayer is used in the worship service, it should follow the pattern and form of The Lord’s
Prayer. There is a pattern in the Lord’s Prayer that is outlined phrase by phrase in the Book of
Confessions. THE LARGER CATECHISM, Section 7.297 through 7.306. Basically, any prayer used in
the worship service should follow this pattern, so it is usually easier to simplify the process by using The
Lord’s Prayer, which each of us learns either in Church School or on entering into membership. Some of
us even learned it in French or Bahasa Indonesia or Dutch! (encore, Jackie and Edith!). It must be stated
that the Order of Worship was not passed along to Moses, cast in stone. It is indeed the prerogative of
the pastor as to what and how he chooses to conduct the service.

Just to establish my credentials to those who might not be acquainted with me, let me recap a bit.
I have been a member of this Church since 1962, after being out of the country for many years.

Appointed as first moderator and organizer of the Board of Deacons in 1964.

Elder for three and a half terms from 1966.

Served on three of the then four Session Committees and the Board of Trustees.

My sons and daughter were married, and my wife memorialized here. My son-in-law is a long-time
elder. My daughter and daughter- in-law have sung with our choir for many years, as did I, for thirty-five.
Daughter Diane has worked with our children, and those of St. Margaret's in music and scholastic work
for more years than she would like you to know! My wife, Margaret, was Director of Music here for
seventeen years, and produced a number of Fellowship Shows. She inspired the Heritage Garden of
Memory (our Rose Garden), which | organized and planted. My first daughter-in-law was the sister and
daughter of elders in this church, and also was once our organist. She is now the organist at the
Episcopalian Church in Auburn, California. You will hear my second daughter-in-law and my daughter
singing with our Concert Choir on Palm Sunday. My younger son is Director of Music at St. Catherine’s
Church in Laguna Beach. Maternal grandfather and uncle were Methodist ministers, and paternal
grandfather was director of music at his Methodist Church. Elder son was an acolyte at the sub-rosa
Episcopalian Church in Saudia Arabia way back in 1958 My next project is to erect an imposing arbor at
the entrance to the Heritage Garden, on the right of the driveway leaving our church, to emphasize its
presence.
