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FAI TH TRAILS and SANCTUARY
WHAT IS FAITH TRAILS?

Some know FAITH TRAILS from
the Swallows Day parade. You saw
Native American kids riding wild mustangs
they have trained with the guidance of
Youth Pastor, Chris Buller. This is one of
the results of the Faith Trails mission, an
organization which begins by using horses
as a main ministry tool. The first steps
aim to reach Native American kids and
later their families.

The goal is to create a safe place
for people to seek and find relationship
with our loving and forgiving creator God.
They use horses, ranch life, outdoor experiences, and stewardship as the nucleus to gather around.

They use two non-profits in partnership to achieve the goal. The church is Sanctuary, the heart of
the mission. Faith Trails is the non-faith based, non-profit arm which allows them to work more smoothly
in the world. For example, the study hall program is run through Faith Trails so they can access district
school busses and get federal assistance for meals.

Future projects include more eldercare, childcare, meeting the needs of children and elders
through projects such as gardens for food and flowers, classes for knowledge and faith, partner in
parenting.

WHAT CAN WE DO???

The FAITH TRAILS and SANCTUARY mission is located in Oregon, near Warm Springs
Reservation. We are invited and challenged to be part of this wonderful Mission right near the beginning.
We can be the San Juan leaders and gather our whole congregation and greater community. We are all
invited to come to visit, to work where possible. We could have input current into projects such as

Through the clinics and hosting relationships
we can share the spiritual message from our community of faith that will aide other communities in their
faith walks. Sanctuary will not just receive aid from other communities; we will deliver back out into the
world.”

Operation OC and The Village of Hope

Operation OC is Orange County’s collaborative private/public
partnership to meet the needs of the evacuees of Hurricanes Katrina and Rita
relocating to Orange County. Clothing donated during CPC'’s “All Church
Progressive BBQ” will be used in the Hurricane relief effort.

Five acres of the former Tustin Marine Corps Air Station is being converted into The Village of
Hope — a haven designed to heal hurting families. It will provide housing for a total of 192 men, women
and children, with facilities for 36 families and 88 single adults. The Village of Hope will include 128 dorm
rooms, a child development center, playground, parent education center, vocational training classrooms,
health care facility, donation warehouse, and support offices. There will also be a cafeteria with an
outdoor dining area, and vegetable gardens.

The Village of Hope is presently being used for Hurricanes Katrina and Rita refugees to re-build
their lives. Eventually it will become the first place in Orange County where homeless and poor families
can transform their lives while staying together. It will provide much more than just a roof over their heads
and warm meals to fill their stomachs. The Village of Hope’s faith-based residential program will teach
homeless families and adults to become self-sufficient at no cost to them. It is the Orange County Rescue
Mission’s most ambitious project to date.

The Orange County Rescue Mission has a long history of giving hope. They offer dozens of
programs to provide the homeless with shelter, food, clothing, guidance, counseling, education, job
training, parenting classes and child care. Their faith-focused mission is to minister the love of Jesus
Christ to the least, the last and the lost

Their success rate is ten times the national average — 85% of the men and women who graduate
from our New Life programs become self-sufficient. They operate entirely through donations without
government welfare funding. The Orange County Rescue Mission is one of Orange County’s largest
private nonprofit organizations

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PRESBYTERI ANI SM

“The whole modern world has divided itself into Conservatives and Progressives. The business
of Progressives is to go on making mistakes. The business of Conservatives is to prevent
mistakes from being corrected. Even when the revolutionist might himself repent of his
revolution, the traditionalist is already defending it as part of his tradition. Thus we have two great
types—the advanced person who rushes us into ruin, and the retrospective person who admires
the ruins."—G. K. Chesterton

The Calvinist Church, which is, in part, what the Presbyterian Church truly is, is a neophyte in the
realm of religions. It gained major impetus when John Witherspoon simultaneously espoused the
proposed Federal Constitution for these United States of America, and that of the Presbyterian Church in
the late 1770s. By that time, Judaism was well into its four or five thousandth year of record. Christianity
was approaching its second millennium, and the Nation of Islam was a mere child at one thousand years.

So, again, let us take a glimpse at the Ottomans. Why them? Because, if we wish to have any
understanding of the events taking place today in the Islamic World, we must study the most successful
order of that religion that ever prevailed. What it was, why it was, how it survived its tumultuous times and
what we can learn from it.

Constantine The Great took what became Turkey from the Byzantines in 313 a.d. He built
Constantinople as its capital, and proposed making it the center of Christianity; indeed, some called it
New Rome A millennium later, in 1453, Mehmed Osman instigated a minor movement by taking a tiny
portion of Turkey to begin what became The Ottoman Empire. There have been other Osmans of note.
Osama bin Laden was known by the C.1.A. as "Tim Osman", during his tour of the U.S. and U.S. military
bases, back in 1986, in search of political support and armaments for his Afghan takeover. And, we must
include Jena Osman, Poetess , of Temple University.

Through enlightened rule, and politics, Mehmed and his successors expanded the Ottoman Empire
until it dominated the then-known world. For five-hundred years the Empire held together through
compromise, moderation in taxation , religious tolerance and manipulation of its city/states. It
transgressed its good fortune, however, in 1914, by casting its lot with the Germans. This continued until
the end of World War I. Dismantled by the Allies in 1918, all of the Ottoman Empire was divided up by
Britain, France, Spain and Turkey itself. From that division emerged modern Lebanon, Syria, Iraqg, Iran,
Israel and the East Indies.

Sunni Islam was defined during the early Abbasid period (beginning in ad 750), and it included the
followers of four legal schools (the Malikis, Hanafis, Shafi’is, and Hanbalis). In contrast to the Shiias, the
Sunnis believed that leadership was in the hands of the Muslim community at large. The consensus of
historical communities, not the decisions of political authorities, led to the establishment of the four legal
schools. In theory a Muslim could choose whichever school of Islamic thought he or she wished to follow
and could change this choice at will. The respect and popularity that the religious scholars enjoyed made
them the effective brokers of social power and pitched them against the political authorities.

After the first four caliphs, the religious and political authorities in Islam were never again united
under one institution. Their usual coexistence was underscored by a mutual recognition of their separate
spheres of influence and their respective duties and responsibilities. Often, however, the two powers
collided, and invariably any social opposition to the elite political order had religious undertones.

Clues to this seemingly paradoxical situation lie, not surprisingly, in the branch of the Islamic sect to
which most Shiites subscribe. Called Twelver Shiism, this tradition holds that there were twelve legitimate
successors (Imams) to the prophet Muhammad, the last of whom did not die but went into hiding in the
10™ century. The 12" Imam, who is also called the Mahdi, shall return in the Last Days to reign over a
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just world in which Islam is universally embraced. But here is a point on which the Twelvers differ. Will the
Mahdi come back only after chaos has erupted and the apocalypse has begun, intervening just in time to
save righteous believers from total destruction? Or will his followers have to pave the way for the Mahdi’s
return by building a just order themselves, thereby enticing him to come out of hiding? Where the new
President of Iran, Mahmoud Ahmadinejad , stands on these alternative scenarios may be crucial to
understanding his behaviour and intentions, especially on his attitude toward instigating or inviting a
nuclear holocaust.

Much of the present turmoil in the Islamic World today is the strongly messianic belief in the return
of the 12" Imam, the Mahdi. It parallels the Christian belief in the Second Coming of Christ. Each event is
expected to result in a cataclysmic devastation of our present-day world. The new president of Iran
considers himself to be the herald of this event, and he hesitates not to proclaim himself its fomenter.

“...tertia die resurrexit a mortuis, ascendit ad caelos, sedet ad dexteram Dei Patris omnipotentis, inde
venturus est iudicare vivos et mortuos.”

“...The third day He arose from the dead, He ascended into Heaven to sitteth at the right hand of God, the Father
Almighty, from thence He shall come to judge the quick and the dead.”

Stewardship Profile
Louise and Harold Dunn

Louise and Harold were longtime members of our
congregation during the ‘70s and ‘80s until they moved to Regents
Point in Irvine because of declining health. Harold had been an
educator after his retirement from the military. Louise went back to
school and got her master’'s degree after her daughters were grown.
She was a librarian as well as a homemaker. They loved to travel, and
Louise made more than one trip to Japan to visit one of her kids there.

Louise was the daughter of a Methodist minister and was a
real “doer” in the church. Have you ever noticed how people who
come to us from the Methodist Church tend not to ask, “What can | do
to help?” They just seem to be there getting things done. Well, that
was Louise. She was especially active in Presbyterian Women, not

just locally but also at the Presbytery and Synod levels.

When the Dunns sold their home in San Juan Capistrano, they moved their membership to Irvine
Presbyterian Church. At that time, they invested $10,000 in a pooled income fund with the Presbyterian
Foundation and were paid income from the interest at quarterly intervals. When Harold died, Louise
continued to receive the same amount from the fund. When Louise passed away in November 2005, our
church inherited the remainder of the pooled income fund. We will continue to receive the quarterly
income from their investment in perpetuity. (That's pretty close to forever!) Thus it was that they were
able to continue to honor their time with us, even beyond their own lifetimes.
