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Session Report

Session met twice in June with Pastor Morgan as Moderator. The first, on Monday evening, June 18, was
a Called Meeting for the purpose of discussing a revised budget for the last six months of 2007. Seven
elders were present. No motions were offered and there was no voting. The second, on Tuesday evening,
June 19, was a Regular Meeting of Session.

Session spent the entire time of the Called Meeting on Monday evening noting discrepancies between
total income and total expenses so far in 2007 and proposing changes which might bring the two closer
together by the end of 2007. The intention of the Called Meeting was to lower pressure for achievement
of a balanced budget through actions to be decided in the Tuesday night meeting. One handicap in
prioritizing changes was the absence of significant elders who were out of town. Some of the changes
discussed would have a large impact on program budgets for 2008 as well. The Tuesday evening
Regular Session meeting was attended by six elders and Mike Bautista, pastoral intern.

The Pastor reported that Mike Bautista was asked to assume leadership of the Family Ministry Initiative
for VBS Programs during the absence of Bob Ause and his family who are on vacation. Mike reported
that six teams of volunteers, numbering well over 20 persons, are organized to fill greeting, hosting and
service roles during the five VBS morning periods plus the Friday evening celebration. Invitations to
attend the Friday evening Hoe Down will be mailed to all VBS families. Mike, by the way, will leave CPC
after June 29 when his 6-month pastoral internship will have been completed.

The Pastor reported that Dorinda Stinson-Ross resigned as a Deacon for health reasons. Her 3-year
term as a Deacon and Moderator would have ended in December, 2007. Our prayers for recovery and
thanks for her devoted service go out to Dorinda. No persons received home communion in June due to
Deacon Mary Cushman’s injury. The Pastor visited and prayed with Rich Zodnik at the hospital before
Rich’s successful heart surgery.

The Pastor celebrated the retirement of Preschool Director Sally Young at a lawn party in front of the
church on June 10. The new Preschool Director, Christina Smith, was present at the party, attended
worship services on June 17, and was introduced to all the people at both events. The Pastor has
completed all requirements for his Doctor of Ministry degree, except the dissertation on which he is
working.

The Finance Committee presented a report from the Stewardship Committee and a revised 2007 General
Fund Budget for discussion. Session voted to approve a 2007 Preschool Budget for the balance of 2007.
Session voted to approve the revised proposed 2007 General Fund Budget distributed by the Finance
Committee, but with one sensitive change for expense reduction deleted. Another Called Meeting of
Session will be held in June and a Budget Retreat will be held in July to discuss and pass necessary
budget motions for 2007 and 2008.

Session voted to approve a neighbor’s request for access on church property by a contractor to replace a
portion of the fence separating the neighbor’s property from church property, but declined to share in the
cost of the fence as requested because of a shortage of funding
