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Session Repor t  Al J essen, Cler k of  Session 
 
Pastor Morgan, twelve elders, six deacons, one elder-elect, two deacons-elect and the Clerk met in 
Fellowship Hall at 7:15 pm on December 19, 2006 for the annual Joint Meeting of Elders and Deacons. 
One outgoing elder is also a deacon-elect, thus the total head count was twenty-two. The group enjoyed 
refreshments supplied by Veronica and Morgan Murray and talked about highlights and low points of the 
past year. Elders and deacons were dismissed to separate meetings at 7:45 pm.  
 
Pastor Morgan and twelve elders met at 7:45 on December 19, 2006 for a Regular Meeting of Session in 
Fellowship Hall. Pastor Morgan thanked outgoing Elders Don Boyd, Frances Bucklin, Susan 
Grulkowski, Jane Heath and John Hourian for playing very significant roles in the life of CPC over the 
past three years or more. Home communion was served by the Pastor and Deacon Mary Cushman to 6 
people on Dec 6. Pastor Morgan went over the busy church calendar again. A training class for new 
elders and deacons will be held on Jan 6, followed immediately by an examination and vote by elders to 
declare the new officers ready for ordination and installation in the first worship service on Sunday, Jan 7. 
Intern Mike Bautista begins his job working with Pastor Morgan on Jan 8th. Mike is scheduled to be with 
us for six months. Jerome Healy will take a well-deserved week of paid vacation and 3 weeks of unpaid 
leave beginning Jan 15 while reconsidering his resignation as CPC Director of Music. The Big Retreat for 
the ReFocusing Team, Elders, Deacons, Staff and all their spouses will be held on Friday evening and all 
day Saturday, Jan 26 - 27, when the ReFocus Team final report will be turned over to CPC officers and 
staff for implementation. Pastor Morgan will attend the annual Los Ranchos Presbytery Pastor’s Retreat 
in Malibu Jan31 - Feb 2, 2007. A “Managing Transitions Workshop” for elders will be held on Feb 22 and 
the annual Presbytery Officer Training Event at Trinity PC in Santa Ana will be held on Feb 24. The final 
course for the Pastor’s Doctor of Ministry program will run from Apr 30 - May 11 and his final project 
symposium will run from Jun 11 - 13 at Fuller Seminary. Pastor Morgan announced the resignation of 
Barbara Lanni as the part-time afternoon Administrative Assistant. 
 
The CPC Financial Report shows that for 11 months of 2006, General Fund Income exceeded Expenses 
by $47,796. The Stewardship Report shows that for 11 months of 2006, contributions were somewhat 
below the budgeted amount. This shortfall is normal because many pledges are not completed until the 
last month of the year. Total pledges received for 2007 are somewhat below total pledges received for 
2006.  
 
The Finance & Administration and Building & Grounds Committees submitted for Session approval a 
Policy Statement and Fee Schedule for Room Use. After extended discussion and minor changes, 
Session voted to accept the plan as amended. Session voted to approve Finance & Administration and 
Preschool Committee motions to set up a website contribution system and open a merchant account to 
accept credit card payments for Preschool tuition and CPC contributions.  
 
The Member Support Task Force of the Outreach Committee recommended moving persons between 
CPC membership rolls and removing persons from the rolls for failure to attend or support church 
functions for an extended period of time. Session approved moving 2 from Inactive to Active, moving 14 
others from Active to Inactive, and removing 5 from Active and 13 from Inactive. The final counts are 229 
Active (down 17 from 246) and 22 Inactive (up 1 from 21).  
 
Session voted to approve Personnel Committee’s request to hire a part-time afternoon Administrative 
Assistant. The Personnel Committee announced they will seek someone to replace the Nursery 
Coordinator, who wishes to step down in 2007. 
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MINUTES of a CALLED CONGREGATIONAL MEETING  
Community Presbyterian Church, San Juan Capistrano 

December 10, 2006 
 

 
Background: Session scheduled a Called Congregational Meeting of 
Community Presbyterian Church in the sanctuary following the first worship 
service on Dec 10, 2006 for the purpose of receiving nominations and 
electing members as new elders and new deacons. The meeting was 
announced in worship services on Nov 23, Dec 3 and Dec 10 and published 
in the Worship Bulletin on Dec 3 and Dec 10.  

Opening: The Moderator, Pastor Morgan Murray, called the meeting to order 
with prayer at 10:00 am in the sanctuary. The Clerk declared that a quorum 
was present.  

Business: It was moved, seconded and the Congregation voted 
unanimously to authorize the Clerk to take notes and prepare minutes of this 
meeting and to empower Session to approve the minutes at its next Regular Meeting. 

Election: The Moderator called on Elder Darlene Elliott, chair of the 2006 Nominating Committee, to read 
the Committee’s nominations. 

Nominated and agreeing to serve three-year terms as elders were Paula Zintl, Tammy Ause and Terry T-
Beck. The Moderator called for additional nominations from the floor. There were none, and the 
Moderator asked for a motion. It was MS&C to unanimously elect Paula Zintl, Tammy Ause and Terry 
T-Beck to serve as Elders in the class of 2009. One elder position in the class of 2008 and one elder 
position in the class of 2009 remain open.  

Nominated and agreeing to serve three-year terms as deacons were Tom Mason, Josephine Morrow, Pat 
Bathgate, Frances Bucklin and Earl Porter. The Moderator called for additional nominations from the floor. 
There were none, and the Moderator asked for a motion. It was MS&C to unanimously elect Tom Mason, 
Josephine Morrow, Pat Bathgate, Frances Bucklin and Earl Porter as deacons in the class of 2009. 
Two deacon positions in the class of 2008 remain open.  

Closing: There being no other business, the Moderator closed the meeting with prayer at 10:05 am.

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Church History, Chapter 3 – The Church Moves to Del Obispo 
 
In 1965, Mr. and Mrs. C. Russell Cook and family gave the Community Presbyterian Church three acres 
of land on Del Obispo Road. It was part of the Cook’s farm-ranch land. 
 
A study was completed in the early 1960s by the Department of Survey and Planning of the Presbytery of 
Los Angeles. It concluded the forecasted population growth of South Orange County and San Juan 
Capistrano would require a larger Presbyterian Church be located in the area. The little church on El 
Camino Real had no room for expansion.  
 
Church elders realized that a new church location was needed. A building committee was appointed with 
Robert W. Hill as Chairman to develop a master plan for the new church to be built on the land donated 
by the Cook family.

The new church was planned in the Spanish style with cream colored walls and a red tile roof. The 
design was to be comprised of four units with archways surrounding an open patio. The first phase of 
construction included an L-shaped building forming two of the sides. In the first phase was a temporary 
sanctuary, Friendship room, Christian Education classrooms, a fellowship and youth center, pastor’s 
study and church offices. The classrooms would be used for the thriving pre-school. A small kitchen was 
included in the fellowship hall. A large outside cross and carillon completed the first phase of construction.  
 
Presbytery population growth projections anticipated the second construction phase (the two remaining 
units including a new sanctuary) would occur around the 1980s.  
 
As then pastor Rev. William Loper, PhD said at the ground breaking ceremony, “We aren’t constructing 
just a church building, but a church in the spiritual sense, a church not just to meet the challenge of the 
immediate future, but of the whole century ahead.”

The building cost was $334,000.00 not including landscaping. Church members and friends donated the 
labor for landscaping services which included the installation of a complete sprinkler system and planting 
of over one-hundred twenty-five plants and shrubs. 

As reported in The Chimes of December 
1969, “One of the most important parts of 
the church facility is the Don Miller Youth 
Center named for a young man, active in 
church work, who was killed in a motorcycle 
accident. The Center is used year-round for 
a variety of community-wide activities – a 
dance workshop …, Guitar, organ and vocal 
lessons and physical fitness classes – as 
well as serving as a meeting place for 
church and community groups.” 
 

 
The dedication of the new church buildings for Community Presbyterian Church of San Juan Capistrano 
was held on Sunday March 31, 1968 with Rev. William C. Loper PhD. Special guests included Rev. 
Donald I. MacInnes – Assistant Stated Clerk – Presbytery of Loa Ranchos and the sermon was given by 
Rev. Dr. Carrol L. Shuster – Executive of the Synod of Southern California. The keys to the building were 
presented to Robert Hill, chairman of the building committee, by Mr. Claude Senefeld, the architect and 
the contracting firm of Arundeil and Lindsay.
