Pastor Bell is a native of San Diego and a
graduate of Occidental College (Music) and Princeton
Theological Seminary (Old Testament). She is married
to The Rev. Dr. Donald L. Bell and they have two
daughters. Carrie works as a caregiver in Laguna
Woods. Kathryn is a candidate for ministry and is
living with her parents until she finds a call. Rev. Bell
was ordained in 1973 as a chaplain in the Navy and
became the first woman to serve as a military chaplain
in this nation's history.

Following that ministry, she and her husband
served several congregations across the nation in a
variety of pastorates both together and separately.
She has served churches in Virginia, Ohio,
Mississippi, New Jersey and California. Dianna was
Pastor and Head of Staff for First Presbyterian Church

in Rutherford, NJ for seven years. She and Donald retired in 2004 and moved from New Jersey to
Sonoma, CA. Becoming restless with retirement they served two years as Co-Interim Pastors and now
Donald will retire (for the 4th time) and Dianna will begin with us as Interim Pastor.

Pastor Bell brings a wealth of experience in leading congregations, both as Head of Staff and as
an Interim Pastor. As a trained Interim Pastor she has helped churches with challenges in membership

growth, staffing, worship and financing.

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Session Report

Eleven elders met with Desighated Moderator Rev. Dianna Bell at a Regular Meeting of Session
on November 18. Rev. Bell will start as Interim Pastor and Moderator of Session for CPC on Nov 30.

The Finance & Admin Committee presented first drafts of 2009 budgets for the church and
Preschool based on Stewardship Pledge Campaign results and current Preschool enrollment. Neither
budget is balanced yet. A significant number of expected pledges have not been received for various
reasons. Balanced budgets should be ready in December. If you intend to pledge, it is urgent that it be
turned in soon so that the 2009 budget can be finalized and approved on time.

Church members Bob & Frances Bucklin, Susan Howit, Barbara & Tom Lanni, and Carol & Jay
Rodriguez were seated to hear Session discuss hiring a candidate recommended by the CE Committee
for a full-time Director of Youth Ministry. It was ruled that the Personnel Committee may be empowered
by Session to hire a new Director of Youth Ministry only after four conditions are met: support by the
budget, preparation of a complete job description, agreement to terms of employment, and an interview
of the candidate with the Pastor.

The Finance & Admin Committee went over the CPC Financial Statement for Oct. 31 which
shows that income continues to be greater than expenses and that the net cash position continues to
improve, mostly due to not spending funds budgeted for vacant staff positions.

Elder Fran Eagan reported that there is a good chance that we have qualified tenants for the Via
Sonora property. They will be able to move in as soon as the bank approves a loan that is needed for the
church to pay off the mortgage loan taken out by the Murray family.

The Stewardship Committee reported that as of Oct. 31, with 83% of the year gone, actual
contributions were 60.2% (for yearly pledges), 79.1% (for weekly & monthly pledges), 74.8% (unpledged)
and 73.1% (total) of the corresponding 12-month amounts in the 2008 budget. If your contributions have
been less than you pledged, please try to catch up in December. One reason 2008 contributions are low
may be that worship attendance dropped significantly after the first three months of 2008. Other
important factors are high energy costs and the local housing situation. Stewardship reported that after
getting a total of 121 pledges in 2008, the number of 2009 pledges received as of Nov 16 was 58. Of
these, 57 were renewals and one was new.

Session scheduled a Joint Meeting of Deacons and Elders for 7:00 pm on December 16. Session
approved sending a $3,000 mission donation to Habitat for Humanity. Session approved a Moment for
Stewardship for Sunday, Dec. 7. Session approved a motion to send a “thank you” gift to Rev Duncan
McColl for the spiritual care he gave CPC and as Moderator of Session since Pastor Murray left.

Problems with the sanctuary PowerPoint slide presentation system over recent weeks should be
cured by a new rule that all slide changes must be submitted to the Office Administrator, Julie Bagg, by
10:00 am each Friday. Last-minute slide changes have been corrupting PowerPoint files, rendering the
system inoperative.

The church rolls include 187 active and 28 inactive members. Communion was served to 109
persons in worship on Sunday, Nov. 2. Pastor Schwenck and Deacon Barbara Ferguson served home
communion to 6 persons on Nov. 12.

Buildings & Grounds volunteers Jim Behmerwohld, Larry Brubaker and Dale McLeod recently
replaced four lamps requiring ladders, repaired door closers, repaired a commode valve, cleaned out a
stopped-up drain line, installed doorstops, adjusted door latches, reset electric light timers disturbed by a
power shutdown, reset the sanctuary thermostat timer, inspected roof drains to prepare for the rainy
season, and repaired a patio umbrella. Thanks for your concern and effort.
