You are taking on the tough challenges of hiring excellent staff, supporting program 
development, financing the essential fiscal development of the property, and getting excited about it all! 
 
It is time to continue that energy of life that God continues 
to provide through steadfast love. Pray for all these wonderful dynamics at CPC. Pray for your new pastor. 
Pray for yourselves, that God will continue to find a warm welcome here – working to bring God’s reign 
through you to others. 
 
 

Session Report 
 

On July 21, eight elders, Jackie Brubaker, Brandon Tatum, and Terri 
Beck met with Moderator Dianne Bell for a very long meeting of Session. 
Jackie Brubaker is temporarily leading the Worship Committee following the 
resignation of Terri Beck, who recently accepted the job of Director of 
Preschool. Brandon Tatum reported on recent Youth Group activities and 
future plans.  

Elder Paul Larson reported that the CPC General Fund is doing well 
in spite of mid-year lagging contributions due to vacations, etc. Year-to-date 
income minus expenses was $14,137. The Preschool and Pastor’s Housing 
Funds are doing well. The Endowment Funds are growing slowly, but the 
Deacon’s Fund income has been falling and their reserve is becoming low. 
Preschool office remodeling is being paid from the Preschool budget. Remodeling of the former CE 
Room to create a Kindergarten classroom is being paid from a church Dedicated Facilities account. 
Kindergarten furniture and supplies are being paid from a Preschool Dedicated account. 
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Personnel, Worship, and Finance Committees recommended and Session voted to approve the 

following motions: to terminate the Interim Music Director position effective August 1, 2009; to return to 
two Sunday services effective September 13, 2009; Contemporary Praise service will be from 9:00 to 
10:00 am and Traditional service will be from 10:30 to 11:30 am; the position of Choir Conductor will be 
created to include selection and preparation of music and rehearsal and conducting choir performances; 
and the position of Choir Conductor will be offered to Lucky Tutor effective September 1, 2009. 

 
A solicitation from Verizon to rent space on church property for construction of a communications 

antenna system was turned down by Session. The long term of the lease and the high rent offered were 
very tempting, but the perceived radiation danger and intrusion on church property were strong negatives.  

A CPC Arts Festival is being planned for August 22. 
 
On August 9, there was a Called Meeting of Session in which ten elders heard and voted to 

approve a motion to select a firm to repair and paint the exterior of the church building. Four contractors’ 
bids were explained and a color pallet was shown. Session voted to approve a contract with IM Painting 
for $16,650. The job will be well under way for the August 22 Arts Festival and will be finished before the 
opening of Preschool. 

 
On August 18, eight elders attended the Regular Meeting of Session with Moderator Dianna Bell. 

It was announced that the DPNC elected by the congregation selected Frances Bucklin to be its 
moderator. The Clerk reported church membership as 187 active and 26 inactive members, no change 
since May 19. Average Sunday attendance for the first seven months of 2009 was 126. The Treasurer’s 
report was incomplete because the bookkeeper has been on vacation. A bequest of $2,000 was received; 
another bequest of $12,000 was announced but has not yet been released by the attorney. Next month’s 
Financial Statement will show an impact from the cost of the painting contract.  

 
Preschool office and Kindergarten classroom renovations are essentially complete. The Preschool 

Director now has an enclosed office to provide privacy for interviews and consultations with Preschool 
parents. Preschool orientation is on September 11 and an open house is on September 16. Preschool fall 
registration numbers are excellent and another afternoon class is being added.  

 
Reservations and fees for the August 22 Art Festival are still coming in. Auction items have been 

collected. An announcement banner was put up on Del Obispo Street. The annual Vacation Auction will 
be held in September. The Nominating Committee will begin deliberation on candidates for church 
officers in September. If you wish to volunteer or to suggest someone else, contact Elder Lorna Collins.  

 
The Stewardship Committee reports that for 7 months (58% of the year) pledged contributions are 

57% of the budgeted amount, unpledged contributions are 81% of the budgeted amount, and total 
contributions are 59% of the budgeted amount. Non-yearly pledge contributions are trailing at 53%.  

Pastor Bell asked permission to add the church calendar to the CPC website. Session agreed that 
this was a good plan.  

 
Following adjournment of the Session meeting, the elders visited the new and essentially 

complete Preschool office and Kindergarten room and also saw how far the painters have already 
progressed on the exterior of the building.  

 
The August 18 meeting adjourned at 8:15 pm, a record for Regular Meetings of Session.

After a hiatus of a couple of years, the Fine Arts Festival (formerly Art on the Green) returned to CPC on 
August 22. This event was a fundraiser for the 90th birthday in October and we made over $1200, not 
counting the sales of raffle tickets for the 90th anniversary quilt. 
 
Fourteen vendors displayed and sold their wares, six guests presented great workshops, Tim Dismang 
performed live on the patio, kids had their faces painted and were offered the opportunity to participate in 
crafts, good food was provided in the café, great gifts were raffled, and those who attended reported 
having a great time. 
 
Unfortunately, our event was at the same time as the Sawdust Festival and Art Affair in Laguna Beach as 
well as the same day as the San Juan rodeo, so we had to compete with those events. 
 
Despite early-morning showers, the day turned out to be beautiful and not too hot. Several of the vendors 
said they had done very well and asked to be notified if we held the event again. Although the workshops 
were not as well-attended as we would have liked, they were extremely enjoyable for those who were 
able to take advantage of them. Thanks to Bob Schwenck, Tom Hill, Marilyn Meredith, Jill Amadio, Donna 
Bevans, and Sid Stebel for taking part. 
 
We also had lots of beautiful baskets and other items for the raffle. Thank you to everyone who 
contributed. Several items were donated by businesses, including our banner which can be modified and 
reused. And many folks worked very hard to clean up our facility so that it looked fresh and inviting. 
Others assisted with set-up and break-down, and we are grateful for their help.

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Tur ning 90 Spot light :  Vir ginia J ones 
 

 
Virginia Jones began her life in Canon City, Colorado in 1914. 
She was one of three children in the family in the small town 
on the Arkansas River near the mountains. Four years later, in 
1918, her mother died in a flu epidemic. After her father 
remarried, the family continued to reside in Colorado. Young 
Virginia developed a very industrious character and became 
active in all kinds of school clubs and activities, including glee 
club and church choir. She distinguished herself scholastically 
through determination and hard work to graduate second in 
her class from high school. She enrolled at the University of 
Colorado as an education major. She finished college and 
began a career as a Reading Specialist in the public school 
system. 
 
While attending college, Virginia met and married Walter 
Jones in 1936. They relocated to southern California so that 
Walter could take advantage of a position in Monrovia. Virginia           Virginia & great-granddaughter 
and Walter became the proud parents of a girl, Marilyn and a boy,  
Richard. The family was active in the Monrovia Presbyterian Church  
where Virginia taught Sunday school, served as deacon and sang in the choir. 
 
Virginia’s husband, Walter died in 1992. She continued to teach as a Reading Specialist and was named 
Teacher of the Year for Monrovia City Schools. Throughout her career, Virginia made a difference in the 
lives of children she worked with. She recalls the satisfaction of being able to work with small groups of 
students and help them to identify and overcome their challenges in learning to read. Outside of work, 
Virginia was an involved mother sponsoring clubs and tirelessly supporting the interests of her own two 
children as they grew up. 
 
After thirty years of teaching, Virginia retired and moved to Capistrano Beach, but she was not to become 
idle. She generously offered to share her energy and enthusiasm for learning with our local students by 
volunteering to help in her daughter Marilyn’s first grade classroom at Concordia School in San Clemente. 
Virginia continued to work with youngsters learning to read for twenty more years until Marilyn retired in 
2000. 
 
These days family is most important to Virginia. She enjoys spending time with her son who lives in 
Valencia and Marilyn who stops by to see her daily. Virginia has four grandchildren and seven great-
grandchildren. Her family is amazed by Virginia’s ever-cheerful, uncomplaining spirit. Talking with Virginia, 
one is put at ease by her pleasant demeanor and her easy laugh. She attributes her longevity to good 
genes, commenting that her father lived into his eighties and her grandmother lived to be ninety-five. She 
can not attend church with us as it is difficult for her to get around, but she is blessed to be able to 
negotiate the stairs in her comfortable home which she describes as “perfect” for her.

God’s Calling 
 
It’s Sunday morning, between services.  You are in the church office busy with committee work.  The 
phone rings.  Do you answer it…or let it go to the answer machine?  Will you have the right information?   
What if they need more than you can give?  Perhaps this experience will help us with these questions…. 
 
It was a bright sunny, Sunday morning, December 28, 1980.  Dave and Ruth Willett had to skip church at 
CPC that morning because they, their twin daughters Kathie and Kristen, plus canine member Tasha, 
were hurrying to Los Angeles International Airport to pick-up their Liberian son, and brother, Sam. 
 
The Willetts met Sam in 1972 when they were living in Liberia working with the Peace Corp.  He was 
about 14 and one of the house boys.  His job was to get the water.  Once a new pump was installed, he 
stayed on doing other chores.  The family and Sam bonded. 
 
When Ruth, Dave and the girls returned to Washington D.C. in December 1978 they purchased a big old 
used Chevrolet station wagon.  The Willetts drove the car west to San Juan Capistrano, arriving in 
September 1979.  It had been a long time since seeing Sam so this trip to the airport was very exciting. 
 
As they headed north on the I-405 in their Chevy, something burned out on their car.  They coasted up 
the Bristol off-ramp and the car died just short of the traffic light.  As any good Liberian would say – “What 
to do?” 
 
What to do?  Being new to the area, they did not know too many people.  They had joined CPC on their 
arrival in Orange County.  As they sat there by the freeway exit, short of resources, wondering who to call 
on a Sunday morning, how to get to LAX to get Sam, plus what to do with their disabled vehicle, they 
suddenly reasoned that church was just between services and there might be help. 
 
This was 29 years ago – BC (Before Cell phones)!  Dave stayed with the twins and dog while Ruth 
walked across to South Coast Plaza where she found a phone booth.  (For those too young to know what 
Ruth found, ask your parents.)  She called the CPC office.  Would anyone answer? 
 
It was Frances Bucklin in the office that day. She was a designated driver for the CPC van.  Without 
hesitation Frances immediately went to their rescue.  She drove them to LAX where they found a very 
anxious Sam waiting and wondering.  Frances took them back to their car and patiently waited while an 
AAA tow truck took the station wagon to Sears Auto Shop in the Plaza. Frances then returned the family, 
along with Sam, to their home. 
 
Three days later, Sam was given a warm and rousing welcome at the 
CPC’s New Years Eve Service, December 31, 1980.  CPC also 
connected with Sam! The CPC Congregation assisted the Willets, 
who had been trying for 8 years to gain residency for their adopted 
son.  It took 4 more years of struggle with the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service, a brother’s bike ride across the USA and many 
prayers to complete the residency process. 
 
Sam now lives about 1 ½ miles from that Bristol exit.  He has a 
daughter Keshia who, at 18, just graduated from high school.  His son, 
Lasai, is 16. 
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Yout h News 
 
The last two months have been crazy busy, yet fun and transforming for the 
youth of CPC. Let me catch you up to speed. In July the Jr. High students 
(6 of them) had their summer camp at the Eagan's cabin. (Thanks Fran and 
Joe!) The theme of the trip was “Amp It Up!” and they were challenged and 
encouraged to step up and lead, no matter how young they may be. The 
weekend was full of games, night hikes, worship, scary stories, God's word, 
bowling, and more!! 
  
To close out July, we had an all-nighter where we ate, watched movies, 
played games, and ate some more. There were about 20 students who 
showed up and they all had a great time. I have to say that, all-in-all, it was 
successful for my first (and possibly last?) all-nighter here at CPC. 
  
We just returned from high school summer camp up at Calvin Crest in Oakhurst, near Yosemite. It was 
such a blast! All week long, our time was filled with team-building games, worship, thought-provoking 
messages, challenging seminars, and invaluable time in our cabins, struggling together to makes sense 
of God's call in our lives. The high school students are pumped to come back and put into practice the 
things they discovered up "on the mountain."

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Pr eschool News 
 
A lot happened at the preschool over the summer. 
Sally Young returned to direct four weeks of fun-filled 
summer school. Donna Jackson kept her wits about 
her (and, thankfully, her sense of humor) during a 
remodel of the preschool office area. I want to thank 
these two ladies for putting up with all the changes and 
commotion as furniture was moved in and out and in again, laminate floors were laid, walls put up and 
cabinets moved, and the entire area got a fresh coat of paint. 
 
Three new programs for children and one for preschool parents have been developed. In case you 
haven’t noticed the sign out front on Del Obispo Street, we have added a kindergarten class. Megan 
Beck, credentialed by the State of California, will teach this class. Besides designing a brand new 
curriculum, Megan has cleaned and organized every drawer, book shelf, and cabinet in the former C.E. 
Room. 
 
A second program we have added is an Enrichment class. This class will focus on Science, Music, and 
Art. It will be offered three afternoons – Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday – from 12:30-3:30. Children 
who attend morning kindergarten here at CPC or at a local elementary school may enroll in one, two, or 
all three days of Enrichment. Four and five-year-old preschools who attend our morning program may 
also enroll in Enrichment. 
 
The third program we are introducing this year is an Orff choir. Debbie Reeder, our Children’s Music 
Director, is working with the teachers who teach one of our four afternoon classes. She is teaching them 
the Orff method. Debbie will choose the songs and music for our teachers. Megan Beck grew up in our 
congregation and learned Orff from Debbie when it was first introduced it to our children in Sunday 
School, so this is not a totally new concept to her.  
 
One of the goals of starting an Orff Choir in preschool is to hold joint performances with our preschool 
choir and our church’s children’s choir. If all goes as planned, the first joint performance will be held at the 
90th anniversary dinner in October. 
 
First Place for Health is the bible study/weight loss program I am hoping to begin on Tuesday mornings 
from 9:15-10:45. This class will be open to anyone who desires to do a weekly bible study and to lose 
weight and/or become more physically fit. If you want more information, please call me at 493-9141. 
 
I will be hiring adults to do daycare for this program. If you are interested in earning a few extra dollars – 
and more importantly, would like to build a relationship with some preschool parents, please call me 
ASAP. Signups for the class will begin next week. Once I have a roster in place, I will know how many 
adults I need to hire. Please prayerfully consider either joining the class to build relationships with our 
preschool parents or offering your TLC to the children of these parents. 
 
The renovations in the Kindergarten Classroom and office area would not have happened without Fran 
and Joe Eagan. Fran masterminded the entire project. She is a wonder! Joe magically installed a sink in 
a room that doesn’t have plumbing – besides installing all the floor boards, replacing all the light fixtures, 
removing unneeded cables, repairing broken doors and windows… .the list goes on and on. Fran, Ryan, 
Kayla Nobel, and Chris Powers removed carpet, washed and sealed the cement floor, painted walls, and 
slurry coated the parking spaces in front of the classroom.
