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Session Report

Since Pastor Emeritus Bob Schwenck announced from the pulpit on Feb 1 that he and Bernie
were withdrawing from the life of Community Presbyterian Church to avoid any conflict with the current or
a future pastor, the Session has been meeting with Interim Pastor Bell and also with Presbytery officers
Rev Steve Yamaguchi and Rev Gary Collins. The primary concern of everyone involved was to pacify
concerns of the congregation that the Schwencks were forced into making that announcement. The
Session held three two-hour meetings on Feb 7, Feb 8 and Feb 14 to study about two dozen letters
submitted by members of CPC congregation expressing their feelings about Bob’s announcement, and
planning a response to the CPC congregation. There also were fact-finding breakfast meetings attended
by the Interim Pastor, the Pastor’'s Advisory Team (Elders Larson, Ball, Eagan and Lanni), Rev Steve
Yamaguchi, Rev Gary Collins, Rev Bob Schwenck and Bernie Schwenck. After these meetings, the Feb
15 Town Hall Meeting was used as a forum where the Session and Executive Presbyter could bring the
congregation up to date with all the facts and answer questions from the congregation.

Nine elders joined Interim Pastor Dianna Bell for a Regular Meeting of Session on Feb 17.

With much regret, Session received Rich Zodnik’s resignation from Session, from Chair of CE
Committee, and from Corporate Vice-President positions so that he can devote all of his time and skills to
a business opportunity that just opened up for him. Session nominated Elder John Hourian to fill the
vacated position of Vice-President and check-signer and was elected by a vote of the congregation at the
Feb 15 Called Congregational Meeting. There will be an election to fill this vacancy on Session, plus
another one, as soon as the Nominating Committee selects nominees. The Congregational Care
Committee may be re-structured so that two or more elders can divide the responsibilities.

Average Sunday worship attendance has been 123 this year. Enrollment includes 185 active and
28 inactive members after adding new members Sally Robbins and Lucky Tutor on Jan 20. Communion
was served to 124 persons worshiping on Feb 4. The Stewardship reported that there are 90 pledges for
2009, totaling $230,260. Contributions received in January were $31,107. There will be a Moment for
Stewardship presentation on Apr 19.

The Worship Committee recommended and Session voted to rescind the plan to return to two
services each Sunday. The combined worship service will continue to be at 9:30 am.

Building and Grounds reported that the plumber made much progress inside the drain outside of
the building to reduce the chance of another backup. The fire protection system for the kitchen range and
hood has been upgraded to meet the new California fire code. Modified thermostat programming
demonstrated success in eliminating large swings in sanctuary temperature on Sunday mornings. The old
telephone system was replaced with a new system donated to the church by Gretchen Verbeerst. The
new model is functionally identical to the old one, but is not subject to total failure every time electric
power is interrupted.

Session approved the High School Youth Group to go on a Winter Retreat at Forest Home with
Brandon Tatum on Mar 6-8. The C E Committee was asked to set dates for Youth Sunday, a youth
activity fund raiser, and a confirmation class.

Session approved the 2009 budget for the Pastor’'s Housing Fund submitted by the Finance and
Administration Committee. Session authorized collection of the One Great Hour of Sharing offering on
Palm Sunday and/or Easter Sunday. Contribution requests for helping Kinoshita and San Juan
Elementary Schools and also for the Habitat for Humanity project in SJC will be conducted in 2009.

The Personnel Committee has been involved last month getting Debbie Reeder and Brandon Tatum
started in positions as Director of Children’s Ministry and Director of Youth Ministry, respectively, and is
currently recruiting a replacement for Administrative Assistant Julie Bagg, whose last day in the office
was Feb 17.

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TURNING 90 — Don Miller

Don Miller’'s ninety years started at the US Naval Academy hospital in
Annapolis, Maryland. In 1918, a birth of a baby at the Academy hospital
was very unusual, but Don just could not wait for his Mom to get to the
local hospital. He was ready to get out and get on with life!

God blessed Don with a talent for music. At age 4, Don used this gift to
bring people to worship God. Don would sing in his beautiful, soprano
voice “Softly and tenderly Jesus is calling...” as worshipers entered the
tent to hear the famous evangelist William Ashley "Billy" Sunday.

Don was short of stature and his soprano voice led people to think he was a girl. He was the favorite of
many school bullies which led to boxing lessons to gain confidence and defend himself. Don took to the
sport, continuing boxing in high school, at Whittier College and then going on to box at both the
Hollywood Legion and Olympic Stadiums in Los Angeles.

Singing, boxing, learning the violin and school would seem like a full life while growing up. For Don, the
sky was the limit. He could not keep his feet on the ground. At age 15, he added flying lessons to his
schedule. Milo Burcham was his instructor. Some may remember that Mr. Burcham held the record for
flying planes upside down! Fortunately, he taught Don how to keep the plane upright. Don was a quick
learner; taking his solo flight at Long Beach airport after three hours of flight instruction!

Don had a brief stint in the Army, but moved his career to the Army Air Corps to get back in the sky.
During World War Il he flew P-40 Warhawks and the P-61 Black Widow. During the Korean War, as a
First Lieutenant, he was stationed in Alaska and flew the F-94 Jet Starfire. He served six TDY flying
missions to Vietnam from 1968-70, and then finished his career as a Lieutenant Colonel. He has owned
12 airplanes and logged over 27,000 hours of flying time!

Don’s service in the Air Force reserve allowed him to pursue a career in education which in turn provided
income to feed his desire to fly. Students at First Avenue Junior High in Arcadia would remember Mr.
Miller as their Principal. Don started in the classroom but his talents were quickly tapped when the
Principal left. Don’s first task as Principal was to fire the PTA! This story, best told in person by Don, is a
great example of his tendency to make needed changes to old systems for the good of all!

Through all his busy life, Don was still able to find time to share that gift of music. If you went to the
Casino in Avalon back in the '40s, you would find him performing with the Ted Weems Band as a
temporary, six-week replacement for Perry Como, who was hospitalized. Don joined Pinky Tomlin’s
swing band at the Biltmore Hotel in Los Angeles immediately after High School (1936), where Tomlin had
heard Don sing at an assembly performance.

Don’s experience in flying and willingness to step into the unknown earned him the
honor of being chosen to spend four weeks flying acceptance tests of pressure
suits to be used by fighter pilots. The suit had been tested scientifically but never in
real-life pilot situations. Don wore the suit to see if a pilot could work and fly in the
suit. Don’s test airplane was an F-104 which he took to the 70,000 ft. level. At that
altitude, the pilot is able to see the curvature of the bright earth, the dark sky and
the vast universe of stars and planets Those testlng times were when Don
