Live music performances and entertainment are planned during the day, and refreshments will be
available.

Turning Ninety Anniversary Task Force: Plans are continuing with the celebration of our church
reaching the grand old age of ninety. The celebration is planned for October of 2009. For the
latest progress update see page nine.

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Session Report

A Called Meeting of Session, moderated by Rev. Jerry Elliott who was acting for vacationing Interim Pastor
Dianna Bell, was attended by eight elders following worship on Sunday, June 7. Elder Fran Eagan presented the
findings of the Preschool Task Force which recommended hiring Terri Treemarcki-Beck for the position of Preschool
Director to replace Christina Smith who is now teaching full time at Saddleback Community College. The Session
voted to approve this recommendation. Terri started working part-time immediately and will work full-time starting
August 17. Terri recommended and received Session approval to add a kindergarten class and an afternoon
enrichment class to the Preschool curriculum.

Six elders met with Interim Pastor Dianna Bell for a Regular Meeting of Session on the evening of June 16.
Six elders were excused. Elder Terri Treemarcki-Beck submitted a written resignation from Session and the
Worship Committee because of her employment as the new Preschool Director. Her resignation, effective at the
end of this Meeting of Session, was accepted with understanding and regret.

Home communion was served by Interim Pastor Dianna Bell and Deacon Pat Mueller to 8 persons during
the week of May 3. CPC membership rolls now include 186 Active and 26 Inactive members after 3 new members
were voted in by Session on May 19 and were presented to the congregation on May 31. Communion was served
to 127 persons at worship on June 7. Pairs of Deacons served home communion to 16 people during the week of
June 7 while Interim Pastor Dianna Bell was on vacation.

Elder Paul Larson, Church Treasurer, distributed and summarized the May 31 financial statements which
indicate that General Fund and Preschool Fund year-to-date incomes exceed their respective expenses and
provided satisfactory net cash positions at this time. Pastor's Housing Fund year-to-date income is lower than
expenses because of unexpected repairs. The kitchen dishwasher needs replacement because of its age and a
water leak. Deacons Fund income is falling behind expenses and their cash balance is low. Session approved
spending $1,200 for repairs on the church organ.

Nominations submitted by Elder Lorna Collins offered the names of seven candidates who agreed to serve
on the PNC (Pastor Nominating Committee). Session recommended addition of two more candidates to achieve a
broader representation of the congregation. Session scheduled a Called Meeting of the Congregation on June 28 to
vote on the PNC slate, to vote to choose between a designated pastor vs a called pastor, and to vote on the length
of the designated pastor’s term (2 or 4 years) if one is selected.

Elder Terri T-Beck recommended and Session approved creation of a kindergarten and enrichment
classroom in the space now used as the CE Room for up to 20 children by replacing the floor covering, adding
counter space and a sink, and providing chairs and adjustable tables appropriate for use by both children and adults
so the room will remain available for church group meetings. A wrought iron fence will be erected outside the new
classroom to keep the children from running into the parking lot. If kindergarten and enrichment class enrollments
are sufficient, Session approved hiring Megan Beck as the teacher for these classes. Elder Beck withdrew during
the discussion and vote on this action. If significant enrollment for these classes is achieved, Session approved
hiring of up to two teacher’'s assistants. Session approved modification of the Preschool Teacher's lounge and
workroom to provide an enclosed office for the Preschool Director. It was recommended and approved to change
the official name of the Preschool to “Community Presbyterian Church Preschool and Kindergarten.”

Elder Marge Ball presented a report on stewardship showing that contributions in all categories except
regular pledges are running well ahead of the approved budget. Total contributions are 10 percent ahead of the
approved budget but regular pledges are 8 percent below the budget. A stewardship and finance report will be
presented to the congregation on Sunday, July 19.

Session approved a request from Ocean Hills Community Church to use the CPC unpaved parking lot for
events on June 22 and 26 at no charge. CPC received a request from Verizon for long-term rental of space on CPC
property for installation of an antenna array and an electronic equipment enclosure for cell phone communications.
The request was denied because elders and parents perceive long-term exposure of Preschool children to
electromagnetic radiation from the antennas is an unacceptable risk.

Elder Marge Ball reported that the 90" Anniversary Task Force has been busy. Events will be held on
October 17 and 18. These include a walking tour of historic sites in San Juan Capistrano, a meditation labyrinth
borrowed from Los Ranchos Presbytery, a CPC birthday party and carnival following the Sunday worship service, a
dinner and entertainment in Fellowship Hall and on Sue’s Porch, and a drawing for a special quilt being made by
Doris Rinehart. Registrations will be taken starting Sunday, September 27.

Session approved a request from Don Mueller to plan and carry out a men’s retreat at Green Valley Lake
on October 23 - 25. Session approved spending $1,300 to repair and upgrade the church computer system.

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Turning Ninety - Sotlight

Don’t let Kay Rudel's genteel shyness fool you into thinking she’s had
an easy life. Although she had thirty-four wonderful years married to
August Rudel, her younger years were filled with hardship, abuse and
working hard to support her beloved son, George Butler, Jr., her pride
and joy. She has a strong resilient character and attributes her
longevity to “good genes”.

Kay Abbott was born in New York City on September 18, 1914. Her
mother came from Ireland and was working in a hospital laundry room
trying to earn money to go to nursing school when she met and
married Kay’s Yankee father. Kay was only six years old when her
father died in the flu epidemic of 1921.

Kay was forced to work when she was just sixteen years old to help support her family. Her first job was

for Pictorial Review, a fashion review magazine. Being industrious, she rented a typewriter, taught herself
to type and also learned shorthand. Kay was very naive and married George Butler at nineteen to escape
her difficult family situation. It was out of the frying pan and into the fire because George was an alcoholic.

When she was twenty-three, she left her husband and got a job at Vogue, part of Harpers Bazaar, to
support her mother, George Jr. and herself. She loved getting the magazine for free and also admired the
photography. She wanted to paint, but she didn’t have any art supplies—only ordinary pencils; so she
sketched the photos of models and she “couldn’t believe the miracle of what she produced.” Before that,
Kay never thought of herself as having artistic talent, even after her art teacher recognized it. Her teacher
helped her get a scholarship to an all-girls’ high school in New York City, which she was only able to
attend for one year.

Next, she worked at a pharmaceutical company on Long Island and was the only office worker in the
Union. She won a beauty contest at the annual dinner dance where she also met Vincent Lopez, the
dance orchestra leader. He tried to get her into show business, but she was a single mom and didn’t

want that kind of big city show business life. She attended night school to prepare for the civil service
exam and became a switchboard operator for the Westchester County Army Post in 1942. After that, she
learned court reporting and was able to get a good job as a secretary for the New Rochelle City Engineer.
She and George Jr. had a nice home where he could go to parochial school. They didn’t have a phone, a
carora TV, but it was a good life. That job put her in the right place to meet Harry Truman and then
Dwight D. Eisenhower in 1952 on their whistle stops in New Rochelle. Kay has two newspaper photos in
her den to prove it.

Kay didn’t think she’d ever get married again; but as chance and friends would have it, she met August
Rudel in 1960. She was working as the Principal’s secretary for the Board of Education and doing court
reporting during the summer. One of her fellow teachers went to the same church as August, who had
been widowed for two years, and they invited them both to dinner. They fell in love and were married
shortly thereafter. August was handsome, a perfect gentleman, and she feels lucky to have met him.

When August retired as a mechanical engineer in 1964, they moved to San Juan Capistrano. Since Kay
was Catholic and August was Presbyterian, they visited different churches before finding Community
Presbyterian Church. It was not only near their home, but Kay was impressed that the Pastor called on
them after they visited one Sunday. Kay and August were slow at getting acquainted with the laid-back
congregation, but eventually met many friends. August was always very involved, popular and helpful at
the church according to Kay.

Kay and August loved to travel and toured extensively throughout the world. Kay took art classes locally
and started to sell her paintings. One of her recent joys is that she sold a print of a painting of the San
Juan Capistrano Depot that she did in 1976. Besides her artwork, she loved playing golf and belonged to
the San Juan Capistrano Women'’s Club for ten years. She also likes doing crewel work and decorating
which is evident in her model-like home in San Juan Capistrano.

Personnel, Finance, and | have
been busy meeting and designing additional programs for our wonderful preschool. These are exciting
times for Community Presbyterian Church Preschool and Kindergarten.
