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Session Repor t  
 
Rev. Michael Vaughn was installed as Designated 

Pastor for CPC by Presbytery officers at a special service in 
the CPC sanctuary at 2 PM on the afternoon of March 7. The 
service was followed by a Fellowship Hall reception provided 
by the Fellowship Committee. 

 
Jean McCormick has been on administrative leave from the office while her husband was 

receiving treatment for a sudden and serious health condition. In her absence, volunteers have been 
coming into the office to answer the telephone and provide essential support, such as publishing the 
worship bulletin, while many other services were suspended. We expect Jean to return to the office on a 
part-time basis shortly after this report is published. 

 
Ten elders met with Pastor Mike on Tuesday evening, March 16, 2010. The Clerk reported that 

CPC has 170 active members and 41 inactive members. Communion was served to 126 persons during 
worship on March 7. Home communion was delivered by Pastor Mike and Deacon Bonnie Lyon to 11 
persons on March 10. In addition, Lenten Home Communion was served to 15 in the Seapy home on 
February 22 and to 35 in the Youth Center on March 10. A third group will meet in the Larson home on 
March 19 at 7 PM. 

 
Treasurer Paul Larson distributed and discussed the February 28, 2010 CPC Financial Statement. 

It shows that the cash position for both the Church and the Preschool increased in February. In two 
months of 2010, church income exceeded expenses by about $10,960; Preschool income exceeded 
expenses by about $15,300; and Via Sonora property income exceeded expenses, before payment of 
utilities and insurance fees, by about $2,330. 

 
The Preschool Planning Team and Fellowship Committee announced a “Spaghetti Dinner and 

Talent Show” on March 26 for Church and Preschool families to celebrate together. Preschool children 
are receiving mid-week choral and Orff instrument training and will join the Sunday School children to 
participate in worship services on March 28 (Palm Sunday), April 4 (Easter Sunday), May 9 (Mothers Day) 
and June 20 (Fathers Day). Fellowship announced the Annual Palm Sunday Brunch will be held on 
March 28. An “Ice Cream and Movie Night” will be held on the lawn on June 4 for Church and Preschool 
families.

Session approved a “Concert for Friends of Music” to be presented at 4 PM in the sanctuary on 

April 25. It will feature Judy Richter (piano), Ann Ludwig (oboe) and invited guests Amy MacLean (flute) 
and John York (bassoon). A freewill offering will be received to benefit the Friends of Music fund.  

 
Elders will attend a Session Retreat on April 17 from 10 AM to 3 PM at a nearby location to be 

determined. Pastor Mike will provide a training class for new members and Session will hear requests for 
membership on April 20. The new members will be introduced on Sunday, April 25. Session approved a 
Called Congregational Meeting between worship services on May 2 to elect a Deacon to fill the 2011 
vacancy and to handle any other business which may be brought up.

Communion will be served in a “Service of Darkness” on Maundy Thursday evening, April 1, 

starting at 7:30 PM. On Saturday, April 3, members of the congregation are asked to bring flowers from 
their gardens by 8:30 AM to be incorporated in the flower cross for Easter Sunday. The serving of 
communion which would normally occur on Easter Sunday, April 4, has been rescheduled to April 11.  

 
Session voted to adopt a policy prohibiting pet animals within any church building unless it is a 

recognized service animal or is part of a special Preschool or Sunday School educational program having 
the approval of the Pastor or Session. Session approved a Music and Movement program for the 
preschool. Parents will pay for the cost. It will be conducted by De Trenbeath and will be held from 3:45 
to 4:45 PM on Tuesdays from May 4 through June 8. If successful, the program will be extended through 
summer school.  

 
The Mid-High group trip to Eagan’s cabin at Wrightwood was a 

success. Eleven kids attended. The Sr.-High group trip to Forest Home was 
also a success. Ten kids attended.  

 
Finance & Admin announced that $1,100 was spent to fix the golf cart 

by replacing batteries which were no longer recharging properly. Session 
approved a new policy for reimbursing church employees for ordinary and 
necessary business and professional expenses.
