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Session Report

Eleven elders met for a Session Retreat with Pastor Mike on Saturday, April 17. The retreat ran
from 10 am to 3 pm and was held in a very comfortable room at Presbyterian Church of the Master in
Mission Viejo. The program started with a lesson by Elder Paul Larson who led us to understand that
people have different ways to think and respond to the same information or situation. These differences
often interfere with the ability of a group to arrive at a solution to a problem. Understanding these
differences and taking advantage of the various talents of people in a group can lead to creative solutions
employing a process called “Walk-Around.” This starts with collecting facts (analysis), moving to feelings
(personalization), then futures (strategy), and finally to form (plan). Elders enjoyed a lunch brought by
Fran Eagan and Barbara Ward. The rest of the retreat was devoted to using Walk-Arounds for several
church matters of concern.

Eleven elders met with Pastor Mike for a Regular Meeting of Session in Fellowship Hall on
Tuesday, April 20. Elders were pleased to have two visitors come to request membership, Bill and Paige
Ussery. They came to Dana Point from Florida, via Hollywood Hills. Both were baptized in Presbyterian
Churches. After introductions, discussion of their backgrounds and hearing what they expect from CPC,
they answered proscribed questions about their faith and were voted in as new members. Four other
Inquirers, who attended the Pastor’s Class on April 18 to learn more about the beliefs and organization of
our church, were invited to meet with elders at a Called Meeting of Session in the Pastor’s office on
Sunday, Apr 25, to go through the same introductions, questions, and acceptance to be received as new
members. All new members will be introduced to the congregation during worship on Apr 25.

Following the death of Billy Bell on Apr 1, CPC rolls now include 169 active and 41 inactive
members. A transfer of membership was issued for Virginia Rylett who wishes to join the local
Presbyterian Church of the Roses in Santa Rosa CA. She cannot be removed from our rolls until her new
membership is reported back to CPC. Communion was served by Pastor Mike to 61 persons on Maundy
Thursday, Apr 1, and to 113 persons on the Second Sunday of Easter, Apr 11. Home communion was
served by Pastor Mike and Deacon Toni Hannum to 5 persons in the week of Apr 11 and is scheduled to
be served by Pastor Mike and Deacon Bonnie Lyon to 5 others in the week of Apr 18.

Session approved a Policy Statement, which came out of a discussion at the Session Retreat, to
affirm continuation of two different worship services. [The Policy Statement is published elsewhere in this
issue of The Chimes.] Elder John Hourian reported that treatment for termites in the sanctuary ceiling
was completed. A card was delivered to Dale McLeod thanking him for many years of service to the
Stewardship Committee. Session sadly accepted the resignation of Jim Behmerwohld as a deacon, class
of 2012. Elder Lorna Collins reported that two members have agreed to serve on the Board of Deacons
and Session, respectively. A Called Meeting of the Congregation was scheduled for Sunday, May 9, to
elect the nominees to fill these vacancies. A new plan to split the Called Meeting of the Congregational
between the two worship services will be instituted to reduce interference with the between-service coffee
fellowship on the patio and make it convenient for more members to
participate in the voting.

The Stewardship Committee reported that now there are 83 pledges
for 2010, for a total of $224,446. In the first quarter of 2010, pledged
contributions were $61,340 and unpledged contributions were $7,297. These
add up to $68,637 or 27.2 percent of the 2010 General Fund budget. Session
approved holding a Youth Group Annual Dinner Fundraiser on May 22 at the
Outpost. Session approved establishment of a memorial fund for any member
or regular attender when they die. These memorials will be opened with an
automatic contribution to the fund from a Financial Ministries Dedicated
account.

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Session Retreat Report

In a retreat on Saturday, April 17th, the Session re-affirmed the church's Vision Statement and carefully
(and prayerfully) reviewed several priority action items. One of those priorities was resolving the question
of whether God's purpose in this community was better served at CPC by one worship service or by two
worship services. Our Vision Statement directs that we Nurture, Teach and Serve, and that we do that
for a diverse community. Historically churches that have only one service have not grown. After
considering the results of the congregational survey done some months ago, reviewing the facts,
considering impacts on members and friends of the congregation, and considering alternatives, it was
decided that two services offers us the greater opportunity to grow Christ's church and serve others as
we are commanded. We will continue with two services as our preferred approach to worship. With new
pastoral leadership, we are prayerfully confident that we may be expanding beyond that as well.

Are We NUTS?

Foundational Vision Statement:

Community Presbyterian Church is a congregation that
Nurtures people through Christ-centered worship and
Teaches them to live as disciples in order to
Serve the community in building the Kingdom of God.

The concepts of Nurturing, Teaching and Serving are central to this plan.

Nurture. We are nurtured in worship as we encounter the Living God and are nourished by the Word and
Sacrament. Worship prepares our minds and feeds our souls; worship helps us to be grounded in the
love of God, the teachings of Christ and the presence of the Holy Spirit.

Teach. We are taught to act and speak as Christ does through the practice of spiritual disciplines
including prayer, scripture study, stewardship, and service. Further, we eagerly seek opportunities to
develop practical skills that will benefit our community and build the Kingdom of God. We are a resource
for discipleship.

Serve. We are blessed in order to be a blessing to others, existing for their sake. The church is non nobis
solum — “Not for ourselves alone.” What we receive from God in worship and in teaching, we freely give
to the community for God’s glory.

A note about the word “community.” It was carefully chosen, since it is part of the church’s name
and identity. One dictionary definition is this: the community, the public; society: the needs of the
community. It is in this sense, as well as in the local community, the community of faith, and our
national and worldwide community that it is used.

Nurture, Teach, Serve are the foundational elements of our vision statement. Your Session feels that
God continues to call us to ministry at CPC, based on these three things. They should be the
touchstones for everything we do at CPC, and the Session is committed to measuring every decision and
action we take on those core values. Please read the statement and the explanations carefully. You will
be hearing this often in the future.

Where do you fit in? Pastor Mike came up with a simple way to remember both our basic vision for the
church and your part in it:

N_TS — All that’s missing is U (you)!

Our church has contributed over $42,000 to Habitat in the past
three years. In addition, we have worked at the site, we have made
the church available for many Habitat meetings, and we have
prepared lunches for all the workers on the first Saturday of each
month, plus on special occasions when 100 men and women from
Camp Pendleton have been working.

Len Rugh Courage Award
