Session Repor t  
Nine elders attended a Called Meeting of Session in the Pastor’s office just before the first worship 
service on Apr 25. The purpose was to receive three people requesting membership. The Moderator, 
Mike Vaughn, read the questions to Judy Clark, Marilyn Garian, and Christine Kirkland. Each of them 
affirmed the membership vows, and the elders received them as new members. They, plus Bill & Paige 
Ussery, who were received by elders at the Regular Meeting of Session on Apr 20, were introduced to 
the congregation a few minutes later during worship. Another Inquirer’s class is being planned for June. 

 There was a Called Congregational Meeting, divided into two parts, one for each worship service, 
on May 9. The Congregation unanimously voted to elect Frances Bucklin to the Elder Class of 2012, 
Myoung Park to the Deacon Class of 2012 and Blake Barrett to the Deacon Class of 2011. Pastor Mike 
will conduct a training class for these new officers, who must then be approved by elders before their 
ordination and installation which will take place during a June or July worship service. This will fill all 
Session and Board of Deacons vacancies. 

 Ten elders attended the May 18 Regular Meeting of Session. Communion was served to 131 
persons in worship services on May 2 and home communion was served to 7 persons on May 5. Worship 
attendance has been slowly rising. January through April average head-counts were 127, 132, 119 and 
157. January through April average sign-ins were 109, 112, 114 and 128 persons. On average, only 
about 85% of persons enter their name on the attendance sheets. 

 Session approved new job descriptions for Music Director, Choir Director, and Organist. Any staff 
changes made are expected to be budget-neutral for 2010. The job description for the Praise Band 
Leader has not changed. Session approved the transfer of inactive member Veronica Murray to the 
Walnut Creek Presbyterian Church and reinstated inactive member Fran McCollum to active status. The 
membership count is now 175 active and 39 inactive members.  

 Elder Paul Larson presented the April 30 Treasurer’s Report, indicating that the General Fund 
cash position did not change significantly from last month. The Preschool Fund cash position increased. 
Pastor’s Housing Fund income and expenses were nearly equal. The Deacons Fund balance dropped to 
$1,127. The 2010 One Great Hour of Sharing offering received over $4,000, including about $175 
contributed by Preschool children. 

 Session approved a June 22 concert by the touring “Land of the Lakes” Boys Choir. Debbie 
Reeder is coordinating housing for the choir boys for two nights in the homes of volunteers. A pot-luck 
dinner for the choir, its leaders, and the congregation is being planned for June 22 in Fellowship Hall. 

 Preschool Elder Luanna Rugh reported that fall enrollment for the 2010-11 Preschool and 
Kindergarten is good, but some afternoon and kindergarten openings are still available. There was a 
good turnout for the May 11 parenting skills workshop, “Stop Feeding Your Dragon,” led by Sandy 
McDaniel, speaker & author. Preschool & CE Committees determined that the summer “VBS” program 
must be deferred again this year in order to devote more resources to resurrect a mid-week, LOGOS-
style program for children and adults beginning in September.  

 The CE Committee is ordering new Sunday School curriculum for the fall. Supporting the CE 
Committee new program for adults, Pastor Mike will lead a Wednesday evening study program this 
summer, based on the curriculum “The Thoughtful Christian.” Pastor Mike is also organizing a Sunday 
morning class to be led by others, based on the book “Bible Babel” by Kristen Swanson. Pastor Mike will 
take a 2-week vacation leave in the last half of July.

 “Minnesota’s Singing Boys”, The Land of Lakes Choirboys of Minnesota will present a concert at 
Community Presbyterian Church on Tuesday, June 22, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. A free will offering will be taken. 

 The Land of Lakes Choirboys is perhaps the youngest touring choir in the United States, with 
most of its members being between eight and eleven years of age. The 32-member boy choir will present 
a concert of both sacred and secular music for all to enjoy. 

 The group is traveling from Minnesota through Sioux Falls, SD, Sturgis, SD, Billings, MT, Cody, 
WY, Yellowstone National Park, Draper, UT, St. George, UT, San Juan Capistrano, CA, San Diego, CA, 
Boulder City, NV, Henderson, NV, Bryce Canyon National Park, Grand Junction, CO, Cheyenne, WY, 
Kearney, NE and Spirit Lake, IA and then back to Minnesota. 

 The choir is an independent, non-profit organization based in Elk River, Minnesota. The boys 
rehearse twice each week for four and one half hours. Each boy also studies voice privately with his choir 
director. They learn a wide variety of music (all from memory), which they present at more than 30 
concerts throughout the year. These young gentlemen are also taught a traditional set of manners and 
behavior, which includes: shaking hands, using “please” and “thank you”, taking hats off in buildings and 
much more. The choir’s motto – “Music, Respect and Honor” is lived out in the actions of these fine 
young gentlemen. This will be an evening you will not want to miss! 

 Aaron J. Carpenter is the conductor of the Land of Lakes Choirboys Nordic Choir. Along with Mr. 
Carpenter, a staff of three other adults travels with the choir. They include Ms. Lisa Griffin, accompanist, 
Mr. PJ Fanberg, Executive Director and Mr. Andy Misiura, prefect.  

 The Land of Lakes Choirboys of Minnesota has presented concerts in all of the contiguous United 
States, Hawaii, and most of Canada. Being Minnesota and United States unofficial ambassadors 
throughout the world, the choirs have taken tours to most of Europe, including the Scandinavian 
countries and Great Britain, as well as New Zealand and Australia.
