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Session Report

A Called Congregational Meeting was held between
worship services on January 6, 2008 to vote on a motion
amending the By Laws of CPC to specify a new term of
service for elders and to elect an elder to fill a vacancy.
The Congregation voted to amend the By Laws to
specify the term of service of an elder as 2 years, to
organize 12 elders on Session into two equal classes of
6 elders each, and with a new class of 6 elders to be
elected each year. The Congregation elected Fran Eagan to a 2-year term on Session, filling a vacancy
in the class of 2009.

Ten elders met with Pastor Morgan Murray for the January Regular Meeting of Session. Two candidates
for membership, Jeanne Heath and Steve Newton, appeared before elders, read statements of faith and
Session voted to receive them as new members. Alice Ward was unable to appear because of illness but
Session voted to receive her as a new member as well. Two former CPC members, Dorothy and Jim
Melville, were received as members by transfer from their interim church in Oregon. CPC membership
now includes 202 Active and 29 Inactive.

Laura Donovan gave a report to Session thanking all elders for the opportunity to serve CPC children and
parents as the Director of Children’s ministry for 4% years.

New elders attended a training class and then were examined and voted by Session as prepared to
serve on Session.

The Stewardship Committee reported that total contributions for 2007 were $350,191 and total pledges
for 2008 are $371,137. For 2007 there were 119 pledges received and for 2008 there were 118. The
Finance Committee reported 2007 total income as $601,948 and total expenses as $565,445 with a
surplus of $36,503. The Endowment Fund reported a net value of $333,963 at the close of 2007. Effort
will be made to distribute the Annual Report on Feb 3 so everyone will be able to read it before the
Annual Meeting on Feb 10. The Personnel Committee recommended and Session voted to increase the
Pastor’'s compensation for 2008, subject to a confirming vote by the Congregation at the Annual Meeting.
See an announcement in the Annual Report.

It was announced that Lillian Whitney resigned from Session because of a health issue.

2008 committee assignments for elders are as follows: Building & Grounds - Larry Strong; Christian
Education - Tammy Ause + (vacancy); Congregational Care - Don Mueller; Finance & Administration -
Fran Eagan + Paul Larson; Mission - De Trenbeath; Nominations - Darlene Elliott; Preschool - Luanna
Rugh; Stewardship - Marge Ball; and Worship - Terri T-Beck. Work to finalize the 2008 budget requires a
Session Budget Workshop on January 23. Session voted to reorganize the elders into two equal classes
conforming to the amended By Laws and the Congregation will be asked to further amend the By Laws
so elders may be elected to serve a maximum of four consecutive years.

Paul Larson was elected as Church Treasurer for 2008 and Al Jessen was re-elected as Clerk of Session
for 2008. Five elders and the Clerk were nominated for election at the Annual Meeting as Corporate
Officers of CPC.
