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Ca r e g i v i n g  Re so u r c e s   
 
An estimated seven million people in the U.S. provide or 
manage care for a relative or friend over age 55 who lives 
at least an hour away.   That statistic comes from the 
“Handbook for Long-Distance Caregivers,” published last 
month by the Family Caregiver Alliance. 
 
Many people in our own congregation are faced with 
similar responsibilities.  Your Deacons thought that the 
following information might prove to be valuable.  So we 
are passing it on in the hope that you may find 
encouragement and practical suggestions. 
 
The handbook outlines the steps a caregiver should take 
to determine the needs and options available: 

1. Assess the care recipient’s situation – monetarily and physically. 
2. Figure out specific needs with the help of professionals, the computer and 

telephone. 
3. Assess family resources and meet with siblings and other family members to 

make decisions 
4. Understand your rights and benefits as an employee, if applicable.  Check

San Juan Capistrano Community  
Presbyterian Church 

Welcome to Community Presbyterian Church of San Juan Capistrano's home page. We are 
pleased you could join us on the 'Net... it's our way of reaching newcomers and persons 
interested in visiting one of the oldest, established churches in Southern California. Community 
Presbyterian Church (CPC) serves the communities of San Juan Capistrano, Capistrano Beach, 
Dana Point, Laguna Beach, Laguna N iguel, and other nearby communities of the Southern 
Orange Country area. 
  
HISTORY -    San Juan Capistrano sits just a few miles from the California coast, straddling San 
Juan and Trabuco creeks, which stream down from the Santa Ana mountain range to the 
northeast. The community was settled in the mid-1770s by Catholic priests, led by Father 
Junipero Serra. Renowned for its "return of the swallows" to the world-famous Mission San Juan 
Capistrano, the "village" has become a central focus of South Orange County. 
     In the early 1900s, the coastal area, blessed with temperate weather year 'round, was very rural, 
populated by small farms and orchards established by farmers transplanted from the Midwest. 
For their spiritual needs, many of the area's residents traveled to nearby Laguna Beach. 
    On September 10, 1916, a small group -- headed by Lucille McGaughey, Blanche Dolph, and 
Margaret Day Cook-- organized the first Sunday School, which was to become the nucleus of 
what today is Community Presbyterian Church of San Juan Capistrano. This dedicated group of 
Protestant Sunday School teachers and their non-Catholic children met in Woodman Hall, which 
served as the social hall for the San Juan Capistrano village. They were served by the Reverend 
Paul Stevens during this interim period, and it would be nearly three years later, on April 22, 
1919, that our church was formally organized with 48 members. The Rev. A. H. Burkholder was 
the church's first minister. The first permanent structure -- the sanctuary, was completed in 1922. 
    In 1928, the church used World War I savings bonds to add two rooms and a kitchen to the 
existing sanctuary. And, again, in 1945, the church used $4,000 in war bonds to finance 
installation of pews.  Between 1948 and 1951, the church continued to grow, adding another 
building, classrooms and fellowship hall, and enlarging the kitchen. The church, with its 
expanded facilities, soon became the "San Juan" community hub -- with many local groups 
(Rotary, Women's Club and even the San Juan Elementary School), using the church site. CPC 
became a strong influence in the development of the spiritual, social, and civic life of the San Juan 
village. 
    In 1965, Community Presbyterian Church received a gift from the C. Russell Cook family, who 
donated three acres of farm-ranch land on del Obispo Street in San Juan Capistrano for 
construction of a new sanctuary, school, fellowship hall, pastor's study, and offices. Three years 
later, on March 31, 1968, the modern Spanish-style church was dedicated. Robert W. H ill was 
chairman of the building committee; William C. Loper, DD, served as minister (1960-70). 
     In 1971, Pastor Robert L. Schwenck arrived, after serving churches in Granada Hills, Escalon, 
and Playa del Rey.  Pastor Schwenck retired at the end of 2001 and was named our Pastor 
Emeritus.  Our interim pastor is Rev. Charles Svendsen. We are currently in the process of calling 
a new permanent pastor. 
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Continuing in our study to meet the disciples of Jesus, this 
month we present: 
 

Simon the Zealot 
 

I am Simon.  I am a follower of Jesus, the great teacher.  
Actually, there are two in our band of this same name.  The 
other Simon, our Lord has come to call “Peter” or “Rock”.  I 
am sometimes also called Simon the zealot. 
 
I belonged to the Zealot party before I met Jesus.  We 
believed in the strict interpretation of scripture and the 
overthrow of the Romans.  Some of my fellow Zealots 
became assassins and killed Romans whenever they had 
the opportunity. 

 
Almost worse than the Romans, however, were the publicans.  These were Hebrews – 
our brothers – who worked collecting taxes for the hated Roman government.  Such was 
my hatred for these, the lowest of Jewish humanity, that I might have considering killing 
one if the opportunity had presented itself. 
 
But then I really started listening to the words of the teacher.  I only knew hatred for the 
enemies of the Jews.  But Jesus said, Love your enemies.” 
 
The real test came when I met Matthew.  He was another follower of Jesus.  And he was 
one of those hated publicans!  At first I could barely tolerate being in the same place with 
him.  But I kept reminding myself that Jesus had also chosen him.  That Jesus also 
loved him, just as he had loved me.  And that Jesus said that God the Father loved us 
both equally. 
 
In time, I learned to love Matthew.  I began to appreciate him in a way that I never could 
have without the teachings of Jesus.  And in learning to love Matthew, I learned to love 
many others who were different than me.
