Playing It Safe in the Sun for all Ages

Tans look great, but looks can be deceiving. The
beautiful golden brown really means you've burned
your skin. Keep that up repeatedly and you wind up
with wrinkled, spotted, leathery skin or worse- skin
cancer. Here’s how to protect yourself from the sun’s
harmful rays.

Limit your time in the sun. Avoid the sun when it’s at its strongest—between
midmorning and mid-afternoon. Be aware that ultraviolet light (UV) sunlight
reflected from water, sand, snow and cement can be as intense as direct sunlight.
Clouds can block brightness, but may allow up to 80 percent of UV light to reach
your skin.

Wear protective clothing and sunglasses. Long-sleeved cotton shirts and hats
with at least a 4-inch brim offer good protection against the sun. Choose
sunglasses that have at least 99 percent protection against UVA and UVB
sunlight.

Use sunscreen. Choose a sunscreen that has a sun protection factor (SPF) of
15 or higher, and use it even on cloudy days. Look for moisturizers and makeup
products that contain non-greasy sunscreens so that you can be protected every
day, even workdays. Apply sunscreen—don't forget your lips—15 minutes
before you go in the sun. And be generous. You need to use about 1 ounce
(about 2 tablespoons) to adequately cover your body. Most people only use a
guarter of that, leaving themselves open to sun damage. You also need to
reapply sunscreen every two to three hours—even more often if you're swimming
or sweating—whether the product is labeled waterproof or not.

Ask you doctor about medications you take. Many drugs can increase your
sensitivity to sunlight and your risk of getting sunburn. Some common ones
include thiazide and other diuretics; tetracycline and sulfa antibiotics; and non-
steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs, such as ibuprofen, in dosages used to treat
arthritis.

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PRESBYTERIANISM

Scientific Method
Term denoting the principles that guide scientific research and experimentation,
and also the philosophic bases of those principles

In returning from the Middle East, which has been the subject of several past columns,
| slipped on a couple of scraps of Bacon: one at St. Aldate's Street (Fish Street) at
Oxford University, and the other at University of Cambridge. Because of their proclivities
on religion, | thought you might wish to make their acquaintance. Sir Francis is probably
familiar to you, but Roger is not what you might find hanging in the smokehouse. He,
however, is an amazingly intriguing character. Of course, neither is what one might term
"contemporary.” Both were avowedly Christian. Both were Friars (Priests) and, in their
day, Christians were either Catholic or Church of England. Protestants were simply
jailed or beheaded, as were agnostics and atheists. Muslims were tolerated, as long as
they remained in the Middle East where they belonged, despite their incursions into
Europe in the mid-eighth century.

It was said of Roger Bacon that he was more skeptical of claims of heresy than were
his contemporaries, that he suspected rational deductions (holding to the superior
dependability of confirming experiences), and that he extolled experimentation so
ardently that he was viewed as a harbinger of modern science more than 300 years
before it came into bloom.

It was further said of Sir Francis Bacon that his method was to infer by use of analogy,
from the characteristics or properties of the larger group to which that datum belonged,
leaving to later experience the correction of evident errors. Because it added
significantly to the improvement of scientific hypotheses, this method was a fundamental
advancement of the scientific method.

If you add Benjamin Franklin and Jules Verne to the mix, one might have to go back to
Aristotle to find arguments to the contrary. Of course, we do have recourse to Charles
Darwin and the Scopes trial, which put the so-called Scientific Method to serious doubt.
And, that doubt is still with us in the form of keeping God and religion out of our schools.
The Original Intent of the First Amendment

Madison’s “Memorial and Remonstrance” circulated in thirteen or more petitions and
more than 1,550 signatures endorsed its opposition to Patrick Henry's General
Assessment Bill which would have assessed a tax “for the support of the Christian
religion.” His arguments succeeded in turning popular sentiment against Patrick Henry's
bill and removed roadblocks that had obstructed the passage of Jefferson’s bill for
religious liberty. It also clearly documents the thoughts and intentions of the chief writer
of the US Constitution, the First Amendment and the Bill of Rights.

All of which goes to show what a devious journey it is to venture to the Middle East!
Perhaps in future columns we can return to present-day problems in
PRESBYTERIANISM. Like: What was CPC like way back then before it was moved
from El Camino Real to its present location on Del Obispo? Who and what were we
then?
