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Session Report Al Jessen, Clerk of Session

A Called Meeting of Session was attended by 7 elders on May 2 at noon. Five youths
requested CPC membership after completing Communicants Classes with Jake Werley and their
mentors. They presented their Statements of Faith, answered three standard questions from
Pastor Charles, and Session voted to receive Megan Beck, Amanda Gilson, Katie Lanni, Chris
Powers and Jennifer Powers as members of CPC. The new members were presented to the
congregation on Sunday, May 9.

A Called Meeting of Session was attended by 11 elders on May 12 at 7:30 pm to
hear a report from the Pastor Nominating Committee. The PNC, through Chairperson Don Mueller,
recommended holding a Called Congregational Meeting to follow a single, combined 10 am
worship service on Sunday, June 6, for the purpose of a Congregational vote to call a candidate
to serve CPC as Installed Pastor beginning in August. Next, Elder Mueller presented the PNC
recommended “Terms of Call” for the candidate. Finally, Elder Mueller presented a “Letter of
Intent” which is a promise from Session to the candidate that CPC will provide additional housing
assistance by a significant contribution to his/her down payment on a home under a “shared
equity” agreement with CPC. Session approved all three recommendations unanimously. After
accepting the “Terms of Call,” the candidate, chosen unanimously by the PNC, will preach from
the CPC pulpit for the worship service on June 6.

The Regular Meeting of Session was attended by 13 elders on May 18 at 7:30 pm.
Three people from the Inquirers Class arrived to request membership in CPC. After they described
their journeys to CPC and read their Statements of Faith, Pastor Charles read the three standard
guestions and Session voted to receive Marci Shindler, Kimberly Muller and John Muller as CPC
members. These new members are to be introduced to the congregation on May 16. The rolls of CPC
now include 258 Active and 22 Inactive Members. The communion count for May 2 was 209 (plus
children). The Clerk read several letters containing various requests from members and the
community, most of which were approved by Session. One request was referred to the Finance &
Property Committee.

Three motions from the CE Committee were passed by consent of Session. A motion to
add several new tasks to the work already assigned to the CPC cleaning service was passed by vote.
This will complete a program for keeping up the appearance of CPC facilities while holding the cost
below previous years. A request for a fund raiser to purchase a dish sterilizer for the kitchen, to
replace the one which CPC was leasing, was approved. This might be in the form of a small
rummage sale.

After private conversations with the chosen candidate, the PNC brought to Session
some minor changes in the “Terms of Call” and “Letter of Intent” for approval and Session concurred.
Session voted to immediately launch a fund drive to collect donations which will be used to boost the
current balance in the “Pastor's Housing Fund” to make it possible for CPC to assist the Installed
Pastor with a substantial contribution to the down payment on a suitable home in a local community.
In exchange, the candidate pastor will sign a “Shared-Equity” agreement with CPC. This procedure is
common in our Preshytery because of highly inflated real estate prices in this area.

The paid hours for Laura Donovan were increased from 20 to 25 per week. Evaluations
of staff members are being conducted by the Personnel Committee. The Preschool Open House, a
big success, was attended by 99 percent of Preschool families. Summer Preschool is full. Teacher
Recognition Sunday will be on June 13. The “Medieval May” event was a huge success, raising about
$6,000 for Youth Summer Camp and the Youth Summer Mission Trip to Louisville, KY. Amanda
Gilson and Megan Beck have been raising money for their trip to attend the PC (USA) Youth
Triennium at Purdue University.

The One Great Hour of Sharing offering raised $3,476. This will be distributed by the PC
(USA) national organization. A Pentecost Offering will be received on May 30. CPC will send forty-
percent of the Pentecost Offering to support mission work in the Ukraine organized by Nita Hansen,
who spoke to the congregation about that work recently. The remaining 60-percent share will be
distributed by the PC (USA) national organization.
