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Session Report Al J essen, Cler k of  Session 
 
Ten elders, Pastoral Intern Mike 
Bautista and Moderator Morgan Murray 
gathered for a Meeting of Session on 
the evening of May 15. Bob Ause gave 
a report on recent activities and plans 
for the next month or two for the 
Families Ministry Initiative. The 
Preschool Open House afforded 
opportunity for members to meet many 
Preschool parents who do not otherwise 
come to CPC. The “Hoe-Down” celebration on June 29, the last day of VBS, will attract a large number of 
unaffiliated VBS families to CPC. A square-dance caller has been hired for the “Hoe-Down.” All members 
of our congregation are urged to attend these festivities and make new friends for CPC.  
 
Elder Reid reported that pledged contributions for four months to the General Fund are behind the 2007 
six-month budget by about $23,000, unfortunately normal for this part of the year. Expenses for four 
months were below the budget but $21,500 greater than receipts. Preschool income was greater than 
expenses for the same period. A first-cut budget estimate for the last six months of 2007 was distributed. 
This will be finalized and distributed by May 27 and will be presented for Session approval on June 19. 
Work on the 2008 budget will begin earlier this year than for previous years. The order of Stewardship 
Campaign and budget approval are being reversed. The consensus of Session is that the impact on the 
budget of two new Strategic Initiatives turned out to be not as strong as was anticipated. After budgetary 
and effectiveness considerations, Session voted to freeze all paid advertisements in local newspapers 
effective immediately.  
 
A motion to approve completion of improvements to the rear module of the Youth Center using 
professional tradesmen was withdrawn until Elder Strong (Buildings & Grounds Committee) can get 
estimates for the work and materials needed. Elder Strong agreed to draft a letter to define CPC’s 
intentions for use of the rear module of the Youth Center. This letter is needed to support a request for 
continuation of the building occupancy permit when the improvements are completed. A motion to 
purchase a retirement gift showing appreciation for Sally Young’s 30 years of excellent service as 
Director of Preschool was approved. A motion was approved to fund a church lawn party on June 10 for 
the church and surrounding community to demonstrate their support and love for Sally Young upon her 
retirement. Session was informed that a search for Sally Young’s replacement as Director of Preschool 
has attracted several well qualified applicants.  
 
Session was informed that a recent request from the County Registrar of Voters for free use of CPC 
facility rooms for several days of election staff training was turned down. A CPC request for more 
reasonable compensation from the County for use of Fellowship Hall as an election polling place was 
denied and as a consequence CPC space will no longer serve as an election polling place for the near 
future.  
 
The Meeting of Session was closed at 8:20 pm with prayers for Mike Bautista, who graduates from Fuller 
Seminary very soon, for the VBS Avalanche Ranch program, June 25-29, for Preschool Director Sally 
Young, who retires June 16, and for the Director of Preschool replacement to be selected.

The Family Ministry Initiative Team would like to suggest that a ministry of engagement requires the 
following:

God desired so much to 
communicate with us that He became human. (The incarnation is our model of evangelism.) We 
need to contact and connect with the families that intersect with our church.

This takes intentionality, time and the Holy 
Spirit to build these relationships. 

 
The preschool team of Susan White, Julie Dull, Doug and Victoria Banning and Bob Ause was joined by 
volunteers Darla Magana, Dale McLeod, Larry and Margaret Strong, Nancy Powers, Keith and Jennifer 
Canon at the Preschool Open House on May 7. We welcomed families to the church and provided 
directions during the renovation of the upstairs restrooms. We invited them to Sally Young’s Retirement 
Open House, visited the classrooms and marveled at the work of the children and preschool teachers, 
talked with families and celebrated with them their children’s joy and learning at the CPC Preschool. We 
got to know these families and learned some new things about them.
