Pr esbyt er ian Women 
 

This month we focus The Chimes on the activities of the women of Community Presbyterian 
Church. It seems only appropriate as three women were responsible for starting CPC.  
 

On an afternoon in the summer of 1916, Mrs. C Russell Cook, Miss Blanch Dolph and Miss Lucilla 
McGaughey met at the home of Miss Dolph to discuss the possibility of starting a Sunday school in San 
Juan Capistrano. Later, the three called on the Rev. Paul Stevens, a Sunday school missionary living in 
Santa Ana. With his help and others in the community the project was begun.  On September 10, 1916, 
with Miss McGaughey as superintendent, Mrs. Cook handling supplies and four other helpers the dream 
became reality.  

 
As I write this article some ninety-one years later, I can’t help but think of how God worked in 

these pioneer ladies. How He energized Mrs. Cook and Miss Dolph with the idea, equipped Miss 
McGaughey with training from the Bible institute of Chicago and together they engaged the then small 
community in San Juan Capistrano in building the kingdom of God here on earth. 

 
Another event led me to this months focus. I had received notification of several upcoming PW 

activities. Then, while digging through some old correspondence, I came across a photo from Nell Blue of 
one of the PW Circles taken in December 2005. Seems I had misplaced it. I took this as a sign. I have 
now included the photo on page four with apologies for the delay.

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Session Repor t

There was a Regular Meeting of Session on 
September 18 at 7:00 pm. 
 
Ten elders met with Moderator Morgan Murray. 
Preschool Director Christina Smith gave a report 
of her impressions and activities since starting in 
June as Sally Young’s replacement. All morning 
classes are full but there are several afternoon 
class openings on Tuesdays and Thursdays. 
Christina responded to questions from the elders. 
She expressed special thanks to Elder Larry Strong and Dale McLeod for recent improvements and 
repairs to Preschool rooms and play areas. The teachers appreciated the flowers given to them and the 
children were pleased and excited over the decorated crayon boxes and personalized gift cards they 
received from the congregation. 
 
Frances Bucklin and Dale McLeod presented a Stewardship report which showed a significant increase 
in contributions received during August. This increase came primarily from pledged contributions. As of 
Aug 31, total year-to-date contributions were $229,388 vs a budget estimate of $228,000. This, however, 
is $8,274 less than the total year-to-date contributions on Aug 31 last year. Samples of Stewardship 
Campaign handouts were shown. Objectives and details for the Sept 30 Stewardship Presentation and 
Town-Hall Meeting were discussed at length. The Stewardship Committee will make a presentation 
during the worship service. Session elders will address the congregation and respond to questions from 
the congregation during a Town-Hall style meeting in the Sanctuary after the first service. The Town-Hall 
Meeting will be moderated by Dale McLeod. The second worship service will start late and will be 
reduced in length so that it can finish at the usual time.  
 
The Finance Committee did not present a full report because of a lack of time. The Aug 31 Financial 
Statement distributed shows total year-to-date expenses of $376,964 exceeded total income for the 
same period of $368,071 by $8,893. This is a much improved balance compared with last month. 
 
Session passed motions affirming Rich Zodnik to make plans for a future “Mystery Dinner;” to pay Judy 
Richter for support of the Chancel Choir for second service choral music support until a replacement 
Music Director is hired; to approve a “Family Resource Coordinator” job description for a part-time 
position to be filled after Jan 1, 2008; to close the position of Director of Children’s Ministries on Dec 31, 
2007, or sooner if there is a vacancy; to approve a Youth Bowling Night on Sept 22, to approve 
distribution of scholarships and awards from CPC Endowment Funds as recommended by the 
Endowment Fund Committee; to approve a car wash at the church on Sept 23 to raise money for 
materials needed for signs to be made by Eric Tolles for his Eagle Scout project; to put up a banner on 
Del Obispo Street announcing Preschool open enrollment; and to approve a wedding and reception in 
the church Sanctuary and Fellowship Hall on Oct 27 for a non-member family. Session voted down a 
motion to approve a job description for a Communication Coordinator part-time position. Due to lack of 
time, Session voted to table six additional motions on the Agenda until the next Meeting of Session.  
 
The meeting adjourned at 10:15 pm.

Tammy Ause spoke at the services on September 9 to 
kick off the Stewardship drive and Earl Porter spoke on 
September 16th about energizing through worship. Carol 
Rodriguez and Susan Howit are scheduled to speak on 
September 23rd about equipping through learning opportunities. The October 7th presentation will be 
about engagement. October 14 is commitment Sunday when we will present our pledges for year 2008. 
 

As stated in last month’s Chimes, this year’s Stewardship themes are taken directly from our 
Refocusing Vision Statement. We look at how our church is energized through worship, equipped to live 
as disciples through learning opportunities, and engaged with our larger community through our two
