Al J essen, Cler k of  Session 
 
 Paula Zintl was Acting Clerk 
for the Session meeting on June 21. 
Session received word that active 
member Martha Kallenbaugh passed away May 29 and that former member Jim 
Hathaway passed away in mid-May. Active members Connie Mills and Ken & Eileen 
Shuy requested transfers of membership to their new churches in Oregon City, OR and 
Fallbrook CA. 
 The Pastor and his family prepared to move into their new home at 31172 Via 
Sonora in SJC. Amber Ray started work as the new Administrative Assistant in the office 
in the second week of July. Amber has 8 years of experience, including serving as 
assistant to two pastors at another church.  
 Finance & Administration Committee recommended replacing the leased printer-
copiers in the Preschool and the church office with up-to-date equipment. New lease 
costs are expected to be lower and new features will be included. A folding machine will 
be added. CPC telephone service was switched from SBC to PCS, resulting in lower 
charges, with no change in service. An Outreach Committee request for a Summer Art 
Fair on September 10 was approved.  
 There was a retreat on Saturday morning, July 9, for Session to hear results of a 
congregational survey prepared and analyzed by the group “Natural Church 
Development.”   
 Al Jessen returned as Clerk for the July 19 meeting of Session with 13 elders 
present. A request from the Registrar of Voters to use Fellowship Hall for a special 
election on November 8 was approved. As a follow-up to the NCD survey analysis, it 
was agreed that Pastor Morgan may participate in an 18-month Refocus Project 
conducted by Rev. Kirk Kirlin from Church Resources Ministries. Rev. Jerry Elliott was 
approved to preach on July 31 and Rev. Bob Schwenck to preach on August 7 when 
Pastor Morgan will be on vacation. Pulpit supply while Pastor Morgan is away for study 
leave by Rev. Steve Yamaguchi and Rev. Charlie Campbell was approved. Distribution 
of scholarships and other awards from CPC Endowment Fund earnings as 
recommended by the Endowment Committee was approved. Distribution of money for 
seminary tuition from the Seminary Fund to Kyle Gott and Pastor Morgan was approved.  
 Twelve elders met for Session on August 16 and heard Rev. Kirk Kirlin discuss 
Personal Renewal and Corporate Revitalization phases of a Refocus training project 
which Pastor Morgan will participate in for several months. This is in preparation for a 
Need-Oriented Evangelism campaign to rejuvenate this congregation. Elders were 
asked to submit requests for the 2006 budget by October 20 so that the 2006 General, 
Building, and Preschool Fund Budgets can be submitted for Session approval in 
November. The July financial statement was delayed by the Bookkeeper’s vacation. The 
Stewardship report indicated the usual lag in pledged and unpledged contributions 
during vacation months. Research has shown that there is an affordable service 
available to fireproof the canvas drop curtains for Sue’s Porch to satisfy the local fire 
code. Session approved motions to install a subcommittee for the 2004 internal financial 
audit; to approve Pastor Emeritus Bob Schwenck to perform the wedding service for 
Jeanne Christiansen and John Robert Harrison in the sanctuary on August 29; to 
approve change to a new Sunday School curriculum for 2005/2006; and to approve an 
off-campus worship event for the Mid- and Sr-High Groups on September 20. Session 
voted to approve purchase of a new, commercial, two door refrigerator for the kitchen, 
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
